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We	are	now	waiting	for	the	agreement	to	be	signed	with	
the	new	estimate	of	costs	for	additional	engineering	of	
the	project.	The	design	project	came	in	at	19,500.	The	
new	estimate	for	the	project	has	been	approved	by	the	
District	Lawyer.	All	that	is	left	to	do	now	is	for	Spohn	
Ranch	to	sign	off	on	the	project.	According	to	the	
District	Manager,	Mr	Weigold,	the	time	table	for	the	
Design	project	is	6	weeks.	It	should	be	^inished	by	the	
^irst	of	June.	The	next	agenda	will	be	public	input	and	
the	kick	off	meeting.	Board	approval	is	then	needed	for	
the	project	to	go	ahead	to	bids	and	construction	.	
Three	members	of	the	public	then	spoke,	Elizabeth	
Bettenhouse,	Sharatathan	and	Julie	Amodi.	All	three	
emphasized	the	need	to	make	the	public	aware	of	the	
project	and	its	time	line.	Elizabeth	asked	for	the	
information	to	be	put	on	the	Website.
