During the last month | have had the
opportunity to work closely with William and spend a great deal of time with him as part of his
interview process, meeting and discussing his staffing and transition plan for the Fire
Department and to review and discuss the draft budget for fiscal year 2016/2017. William has
been professional and very well prepared for all of our meetings together. | look forward to
working with William as our Fire Chief and as part of the Cambria Community Services
Management Team.

A request for qualifications has been circulated to three individual firms who are FEMA
qualified for the Local Hazard Mitigation Plan. | anticipate the selection process to be
completed by the end of May for the firm who will be selected to draft the CCSD’S LHMP.

On April 8, 2016, the San Luis Obispo County Department of Planning and Building took final
action relating to the Cambria Community Services District and the Friends of the Fiscalini
Ranch Minor Use Permit /Coastal Development Permit relating to the continued removal of
dead trees from the Fiscalini Ranch. Currently there are three designated projects of one acre
each utilizing different techniques for tree removal on the Ranch during this summer.

Staff, in conjunction with PROS and the Ad-Hoc Committees and the BRP Citizens’
Committee, continue to make progress on all three of the Goals adopted by the CCSD Board
of Directors in January of 2016. | will take a moment to go into more detail on the progress that
is being made as part of my General Manager’s Report.

Staff has brought the second draft of the 2016/2017 fiscal year budget to the CCSD Board of
Directors for review and discussion as part of today’s Board Meeting. Staff is recommending a
slight modification to the Wastewater portion of the budget that was presented to the Board as
part of last month’s agenda. This is due in part to valuable insight from our newly appointed
Wastewater Supervisor. We are extremely fortunate to have such an experienced and
knowledgeable individual heading up our Wastewater Department.

As of May 18, 2016, the CCSD has spent approximately $217,000 on the Landwatch lawsuit.



The CCSD continues to be very fortunate with the ongoing efforts relating to recruiting and
hiring top notch professionals to fill vacancies within all the Departments.

Fiscalini Water Tank Replacement: Working on documentation to support State issuance of a
low interest, state revolving fund loan.

Miscellaneous Wastewater Plant Repairs: Received a proposal from Carollo Engineers
for design the influent screen support structure and its ancillary piping, electrical, and
instrumentation connections. We are now planning to complete installation of the new
influent screen during the first half of FY 2016/2017.

e 185 Training hours were logged for Cambria Fire Department for the month of April.

e All six (6) new reserve firefighters are now through their respective backgrounds and
medical clearances, and are working regular training shifts as the fourth person on the
engine. We have an official training academy scheduled for later in May.

e Monthly drill March: The CCSD FD held their monthly training drill on Tuesday, April
26", which was conducted at the fire station. The focus of the drill was an orientation
on the new MSA SCBAs that were received on a recent grant. Fit testing on the new
mask system was completed secondary to OSHA requirements and our Respiratory
Protection Program. The SCBA’s were placed into service that day.

e At the April 28, 2016 regular meeting the CCSD Board adopted Resolution 17-2016,
declaring a public nuisance of vegetation and hazardous wildland fire fuels for the
annual Fire Hazard Fuel Reduction Program (FHFRP). This resolution, based upon
Government Code Sections 61100(d) and (t), and Health and Safety Code 14875 et
seq., requires the public noticing of identified unimproved parcels specific to this
program. Property owners are required to clear their parcels by the July 22, 2016
deadline. All properties not cleared by the deadline will be cleared by contract.

The most significant news to share is that Tim O’Marr has passed his grade | exam and is
ready for the grade Il

Wastewater Treatment Plant Operations (April, 2016):

e FRM continued to assist at the Wastewater Treatment Plant on a limited, as-needed
basis to assist with the transition in department supervision.

e The March 2016 monthly self-monitoring report was completed and submitted to the
Water Board.

e Aeration blower 3 has been returned from a factory authorized repair shop and is being
installed.

e We are currently removing digested and dewatered sludge from the plant. We are also
making longer term arrangements to have the sludge removed as it is produced, as
opposed to the current practice of seasonally dewatering, stock piling, and hauling the
sludge off site.

Collection Systems & Lift Stations
e Staff are still working on upgrading the lift stations.

Laboratory:

e Abalone Coast Analytical submitted an initial review copy of one of the laboratory quality
assurance manuals they have been working on via their contract services agreement
with the District. This updated manual is needed as part of the District’s goal to re-
establish its Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP) certification with
the state.

e Abalone Coast continued to provide the services of a certified laboratory analyst for
those analyses that are reported to the State.

Administrative:
e We have completed interviews for the WW-II position and are looking forward to hiring a
new operator.

WATER:

1. A recent sanitary survey was performed by the Department of Drinking Water; we
are still awaiting the report from the visit. They are requesting that some outdated
reports be updated. They were also very happy to hear that the Fiscalini Tank will be
replaced.

2. We had a water main break on Skye Street that was promptly repaired; we lost
under 2,500 gallons during the incident.



3. The wells level are sustaining at an average level. The Water Department will
continue to manage the aquifers in the most efficient way possible.

4. We have received the R.O. membranes back from the clean and preserving
company. The company’s finding from the inspection showed that all membranes
are in good working condition and that they will be ready for use when the time
comes.

5. We have been fixing leaks within the distribution system as they occur, as May-June
starts what the Water Department refers to as Leak Season.

6. Production was down for April by about 1 acre foot.

7. The Water Department has made an effort to concentrate on maintenance and
“Spring Cleaning” for the last month.

ADMINISTRATION

The water and wastewater invoices mailed in May for usage in March and April included the new rates
which were approved in February and went into effect on March 1%, The increase in revenues are
reflected in the chart on the next page.

Each year the District is required to report total compensation for each employee to the California
Controller’s office. This data is then published on the State Controller’s web site. The information
initially reported for calendar years 2014 and 2015 was incorrect. Those reports have been corrected
and forwarded to the State Controller’s office but the corrected reports have not yet been posted to the
Controller’s web site. The revised reports are available on the CCSD web site.

The error in reporting occurred because “total wages” were reported in the field where only “salary”
should have been reported. For most employees, the amounts are the same. But for some employees,
including the general manager, the amounts are different. Wages include car allowances and any lump
sum payments which include payments for deferred compensation and payments for sick leave or
vacation which are cashed out instead of used. The amounts originally reported for the general manager
in 2014 and 2015 as well as the accurate amounts are summarized in the following chart.

e The initial Fiscal Year 2016/2017 Preliminary Budget was presented by staff at the regular Board
meeting on April 28, 2016. A revised budget is being presented at the regular Board meeting on
May 26" and a final budget will be presented at the regular June 2016 Board meeting.

EXPENDITURES OVER $100,000 DURING FEBRUARY 2016

There were no expenditures exceeding $100,000 during April 2016.

WATER/WASTEWATER USAGE AND BILLING

The chart on the next page reflects usage and billing through March/April 2016. The CCF billed were
4.0% below the amounts billed the previous year and 62% of the amount billed in 2013. The revenue
realized from Water sales was $118,215 more than billed the previous year however total receipts this
year were only $33,809 more than last year for two reasons. First because $60,128 in penalties were
collected last year and none were collected this year and second, there were $31,637 in adjustments this
year while there were only $7,359 in adjustments last year.

CASH BALANCES

CCSD maintains one account with the State of California Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) and
the following five accounts at Heritage Oaks Bank:

- apayroll account;

- an account for operation of the Veteran’s Hall;
- an account for medical benefits for employees;
- amain checking account; and

- amoney market account.

CCSD pools all of its cash for all of its funds so, other than restricted funds, no cash asset is held for any
specific fund. It should be noted that when the pooling method is used, a fund may overdraw its account
in the pool. These overdrafts are reported as liabilities with a corresponding receivable (due to/from
other funds) on the balance sheet.

The first three accounts shown above are restricted funds which are not available for use in other areas.
However, the last two accounts are unrestricted and are available, along with LAIF, as part of the
“pooled” cash of CCSD.

Revenues and expenditures fluctuate significantly from month to month and therefore the most
appropriate comparison of available cash balances is at the end of the fiscal year on June 30". Final
balance amounts in the Water and Wastewater funds are determined after all other fiscal year activity is
recorded, reconciled and audited. Audited cash balances on June 30, 2015 were as shown below. It
should be noted that the 2014 and 2015 loans to the Water Fund were to support expenditures for the
Sustainable Water Facility construction and those loans were repaid when the Prop 84 grant was
received in December.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
Staff recommends that the Board of Directors adopt Resolution 22-2016 approving an
Employment Agreement with William S. Hollingsworth as the CCSD’s new Fire Chief.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Approval of the Employment Agreement will result in an annual salary of $124,908. The Fire
Chief will also receive a $100 match per payroll period to the 457 deferred compensation plan,
an annual $1,000 uniform and boot allowance, and the CCSD will pay costs associated with
DMV physicals and paramedic reaccreditation. He will have the use of a CCSD provided vehicle
and cell phone for business purposes, and the District will pay $600 per year for professional
dues and publications, as well as $3,500 per year for meetings and conferences.

DISCUSSION:

After conducting an internal recruitment, staff has selected Captain/Paramedic William S.
Hollingsworth to be the new CCSD Fire Chief. Captain Hollingsworth has been a member of the
CCSD Fire Department since 1991, and was appointed Captain in 2005. Prior to joining the
CCSD Fire Department, he worked for the Cambria Community Healthcare District, initially as
an emergency medical technician, and then in the capacity of paramedic and as a supervisor.
The CCSD has historically retained its Fire Chief by contract. Accordingly, an Employment
Agreement was negotiated by the General Manager and Captain Hollingsworth. The
Employment Agreement is for a two-year term and provides for an annual salary in the amount
of $124,908, which is Step D for Fire Chief in the Annual Salary Schedule for Cambria Exempt
Employees.

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EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

This Employment Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into the 27th
day of May, 2016, by and between the Cambria Community Services District
(hereinafter referred to as “Employer”) and William S. Hollingsworth (hereinafter
referred to as “Employee”), who understand as follows:

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, Employer desires to employ the services of Employee as Fire Chief; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of Employer to provide certain benefits, establish certain
conditions of employment and to set working conditions of Employee; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of Employer to receive and retain the services of Employee
and to provide for Employee to remain in such employment; to make possible full work
productivity by assuring Employee’s morale and peace of mind with respect to future
security; to act as a deterrent against malfeasance, misfeasance or substandard
performance on Employee’s part; and to provide for terminating Employee’s services at
such time as Employee may be unable to fully discharge Employee’s duties or when
Employer may otherwise desire to terminate Employee’s employ; and

WHEREAS, Employee desires to accept employment as Fire Chief.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, the
parties agree as follows:

1. DUTIES OF FIRE CHIEF

Employee agrees to perform the functions and duties of the position of Fire Chief and
any additional duties as may be assigned from time to time. A general description of
the duties and responsibilities of the Fire Chief is attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference. Unless otherwise agreed to by the General Manager, Employee
shall provide his services based upon a nine (9) day/eighty (80) hour work schedule.

2. TERM OF AGREEMENT

The Agreement commences with an effective date of May 27, 2016, and shall remain in
effect until May 26, 2018.

A. Nothing shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the right of Employer
to terminate the services of Employee at any time, subject only to the
provisions set forth in Section 3.
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B. Nothing shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the right of
Employee to resign at any time from Employee’s position with Employer,
subject only to the provisions set forth in Section 3.

3. TERMINATION AND SEVERANCE PAY

A. Employer may terminate this agreement without cause, for any reason or
for no reason, on three (3) months’ notice to Employee. On the
anniversary date of this Agreement, and upon receiving a satisfactory
evaluation from the General Manager, the notice period shall be increased
by one (1) additional month each year, until it reaches a maximum of six
(6) months. If this agreement is terminated by Employer or by operation of
law, Employee shall continue to work and receive Employee’s salary and
other compensation during the notice period. In the alternative and at its
sole discretion, Employer may terminate Employee at any time during the
notice period and, in that event, Employer agrees to pay Employee a lump
sum cash payment equal to the remaining salary for the notice period and
pay Employee’s COBRA benefits equal to the notice period; provided,
however, Employer shall have no obligation to provide such notice,
severance pay and benefits in the event Employee is terminated for good
cause. For the purpose of this agreement, “good cause” shall include, but
not necessarily be limited to, any of the following:

1. A material breach of the terms of this agreement;

2. A failure to perform duties in a professional and responsible manner
consistent with generally accepted standards of the profession; and

3. Conduct unbecoming the position of Fire Chief or likely to bring
discredit or embarrassment to the CCSD.

“Good cause” shall not mean a mere loss of support or confidence by the
General Manager.

B. In the event Employee voluntarily resigns Employee’s position with
Employer, Employee shall give Employer sixty (60) days’ advance written
notice, unless the parties agree otherwise.

4. SALARY

Employer agrees to pay Employee for Employee’s services as Fire Chief the amount of
$124,908 per year, which is Step D for the position of Fire Chief, as set forth in the
Annual Salary Schedule for Cambria Exempt Employees. Employee’s compensation
shall be payable in the same manner and at the same time as other employees of
Employer are paid. Subsequent increases in salary may be considered annually at
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performance evaluation time and as otherwise approved by the CCSD Board of
Directors.

5. OTHER COMPENSATION

Employer agrees to provide Employee additional compensation and benefits as
provided to other management employees of the CCSD. In addition, Employee shall
receive the following benefits:

A. Employer agrees to match Employee contributions to Employer-sponsored
supplemental retirement fund (“457 Plan”) up to $100 per payroll period.

B. Employee shall accrue 40 hours of administrative leave per year.

C. Employer shall provide the Employee with a vehicle for business related
use. The Fire Chief's response vehicle shall be equipped with the
necessary equipment to facilitate emergency response, and command
and control communications. The vehicle may be used by Employee for
normal business activities, travel to and from work, call outs and
inspections, attendance at professional meetings, training programs,
seminars, conferences, and for attendance at community and regional
meetings, events and any functions related to Employee’s official capacity.

D. Employee shall be provided with a cell phone, paid for by Employer.
E. Employee shall receive $1,000 annually as a uniform and boot allowance.

6. REQUIRED LICENSES AND CERTIFICATIONS

Employer agrees to pay $225 annually, or up to $550 biennially, for the costs
associated with required DMV physicals related to the DMV Firefighter Endorsement,
and for Paramedic reaccreditation. It is understood by the parties that Employee plans
on maintaining his Paramedic accreditation; however, Employee will not receive
Paramedic “specialty compensation” or assignment pay in his capacity as Fire Chief.

7. PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Employee shall be entitled to the following for costs associated with activities and
materials deemed necessary and desirable for Employee’s continued professional
development, participation, growth and advancement:

A. $600 annually for professional dues and subscriptions necessary for full
participation in appropriate and relevant associations and organizations,
including, but not limited to, the International Association of Fire Chiefs,
California Fire Prevention Officers, and CalChiefs;
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B. $3,500 annually for travel and subsistence expenses for professional
meetings and similar functions (e.g., conferences, workshops, seminars,
meetings, etc.) to foster professional development or represent the CCSD;

C. Other items, activities and materials as may be agreed upon from time to
time between Employee and Employer.

Expenditures for items within this section shall be within the CCSD’s budgeted amounts
for the appropriate category.

8. PERFORMANCE REVIEWS

During the first six (6) month period of this Agreement, Employee will be subject to
review of his performance by the General Manager. If at any time during that initial six
(6) month period the General Manager determines that Employee’s performance is not
satisfactory, or if during that period Employee determines that he desires to return to his
previous position as Captain/Paramedic, he shall be permitted to return to his prior
position with no loss of tenure, rank or other benefits. This provision shall not apply if
Employee is terminated for good cause.

After the initial six (6) month period, Employee shall receive an annual performance
review on or around the anniversary of this Agreement.

9. GENERAL PROVISIONS

The text herein shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties. Any
amendments must be in writing and executed by both parties. This agreement shall be
binding upon and inure to the benefit of the heirs at law and executors of Employee.

If any provision, or any portion thereof, contained herein is held unconstitutional, invalid
or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement, or portion thereof, shall be deemed
severable, shall not be affected, and shall remain in full force and effect. The laws of
the State of California shall govern this agreement.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, Employer and Employee have signed and executed this
agreement, both in duplicate, the day and year first above written.

FIRE CHIEF
This is a Management-Exempt Contract Position

DEFINITION

Under direction of the General Manager, the Fire Chief shall be responsible for the
administration, operations and functions of all the activities of the fire department, personnel,
equipment, properties and assets and liabilities both from an operational and managerial
standpoint. This will involve a total program for the protection and preservation of life and
property. The position requires broad knowledge and a thorough understanding of modern fire
administration, personnel management, fire prevention, fire training, fire suppression, and
concepts and methods necessary to facilitate the determination of varied work, challenges and
problems. The Fire Chief must be capable of working independently in supervising all technical
and general operations seeing that desired work results are achieved. In addition to
administrative responsibilities, the Fire Chief is expected to direct and supervise fire-fighting
resources at the scene of emergencies and actively participate in fire control operations as
needed.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES

Include, but not limited to the following:

» Accepts full responsibility for all Fire Department activities, operations and services
including the areas of fire prevention, fire suppression, training, inspections,
investigations, hazardous materials, disaster preparedness, emergency medical aid,
rescue, and code enforcement.

« Develops, implements, and maintains Fire Department goals, objectives, policies and
priorities for appropriate services; ensures that established goals and priorities are
achieved; develops a strategy and work plan for the successful achievement of program
and project goals.

» Plans, directs and coordinates the Fire Department work plan through direct supervision
of officers and appropriate department staff; assigns work activities and responsibilities
to appropriate department personnel; reviews and evaluates work methods and
procedures; identifies and resolves problems and/or issues.

» Analyzes operational and service demands and devises plans to satisfy needs.

« Informs the General Manager of safety services issues and of department activities.

» Administers prevention programs within the District including weed abatement, plan
checks and inspections. Works closely with cooperating agencies and various fire safety
advisory groups to reduce fire hazards in the District through monitoring and updating
the District 5-Year Fire Protection Master Plan.

» Reviews and evaluates service delivery methods and systems including administrative
and support systems and internal relationships; identifies opportunities for improvement
and implements changes to standard operating guidelines to enhance services based on
new technology or changes in the law.

» Oversees the selection, training and evaluation programs for Fire personnel; provides or
coordinates staff training; identifies and resolves staff deficiencies; executes discipline.
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» Acts as District’s Fire Marshal.

« Monitors all Department personnel performance, conducts employee performance
evaluations, recognizes positive and negative performance and takes appropriate actions.

» Makes or oversees periodic personnel inspections and general inspections of vehicles,
apparatus and facilities.

« Serves as Emergency Operations Manager for the District and manages in all phases of
Disaster Preparedness programs including the preparation and execution of emergency
response plans for other District departments and the community.

» Cultivates good community relations by appearing before civic, fraternal and other
community groups.

» Prepares and administers the Fire Department's budget; monitors, reviews and approves
expenditures; advises appropriate department personnel on budget matters; makes
adjustments to the budget as is necessary.

« Advises the General Manager on service needs.

+ Attends and participates in organizational, professional, and community meetings as
necessary.

» Implements and oversees hazardous materials programs.

« Oversees the coordination, monitoring and updating of mutual and automatic aid
programs.

« Takes personal command of firefighting activities at major fires and other emergency
situations as necessary.

« Stays current on issues relative to the full ranges of departmental services.

» Responds to and resolves sensitive and complex community and organizational inquiries
and complaints.

» Represents the Fire Department to other departments, divisions and organizations;
coordinates departmental activities with other departments and organizations.

OTHER DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

This is a management position which may require working outside of normal hours such as,
weekend’s, holidays, and standby duty as required to discharge the operations of the Department.

« prepare and administer a municipal budget;
» analyze and evaluate new and existing methods and standard operating procedures;
« make adjustments to standard operating procedures as is appropriate;
» apply applicable laws, codes and regulations;
« work independently;
« communicate effectively, both orally and in writing;
 understand and follow instructions;
 establish and maintain effective working relationships.

REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS

Education equivalent to graduation from high school and seven years of general firefighting and
fire marshal experience, including three years at the supervisory level, or five years full-time
firefighting experience and a relevant degree from an accredited college or university, including
three years at the supervisory level, or any equivalent combination of education and experience.

Licenses/Certifications

Possession of a current Class "B" California Driver's License (must maintain satisfactory DMV
record and ability to maintain insurability); Advanced First Aid & CPR cards; and Emergency
Medical Technician | (EMT1) and State Certified Firefighter Certificates.

DISCUSSION:

Attached is the revised preliminary Fiscal Year 2016/2017 CCSD Budget for review and
consideration. An organization chart is provided on page 1. Area summaries are provided on
pages 2 through 10 and budget details for each area are provided on pages 11 through 36.

In preparation for the preliminary Fiscal Year 2016/2017 Budget, certain assumptions needed
to be made both from a revenue and expenditure perspective. These budgetary assumptions
follow.

The Property Tax Revenue estimate in the budget is projected to increase from FY 2015/2016
to FY 2016/17 by 5.0% or $231,128.

The Fire Benefit Assessment is projected to increase from FY 2015/2016 to FY 2016/17 by
2.0% or $8,680.

This preliminary budget includes a Cost of Living Salary increase on July 1, 2016 for SEIU
employees of 3.5% and one for IAFF Firefighters on 12/20/16 for 3.5%. Budgeted staff now
includes 32 full time and 12 part-time employees representing 33 Full Time Equivalent
employees. A detailed staffing plan Fiscal Year 2016-17 is included as part of the proposed
budget.

In the preliminary budget the net cost to operate the Administrative Department has been fully
allocated to other departments in the General Fund and to the Water and Wastewater Funds
based on the percent of administration staffing effort that is dedicated to each department or
fund.

The attached preliminary budget has the following columns:

The applicable General Ledger Account number,
- The account description,

- The Fiscal Year 2015-16 Budget (this is the budget as amended at the Board
meeting in February 2016),

- Actual Expenditures for Fiscal Year 2015-16 through March 31, 2016, and

- The Preliminary Fiscal Year 2016-17 Budget.



Water Fund: Operations Department Analysis. On February 12, 2016, the District adopted
increased water and wastewater rates which are designed to eliminate operating deficits in
those funds. The new rates became effective March 1, 2016 and are reflected in the budgeted
revenues for those funds.

The following chart shows the preliminary budget for FY 16-17 compared to the revenues and
expenditures projected in the rate study associated with the rate increases.

The rate study anticipated $2,245,000 in operational revenues and $2,187,000 in operational
expenditures leaving a surplus of $58,000. The rate study also anticipated incurring debt of
$1,000,000 and paying that debt off using $100,000 generated by the rates each year. The
budget being presented has anticipated revenues of $2,968,590 and anticipated expenditures
of $2,934,293 leaving a surplus of $34,293. The surplus results primarily from the fact that not
all of the $1,000,000 in capital projects identified in the rate study have been planned for the
current fiscal year. When the District is prepared to proceed with those projects, budget
amendments will be submitted to the Board for approval.

Resource conservation revenues are higher than rate study estimates because we are
anticipating more remodel fees than estimated in the rate study.

Projected Professional Services are higher than included in the rate study because $75,000
has been added for development of an Urban Water Management Plan and $51,000 has been
added for continued use of Balance Public Relations to assist the District receive financing
(grants and low income loans) for needed capital projects.
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Services and Supplies are higher than projected in the rate study because of higher licensing
fees and higher lab testing and supplies.

Capital Expenditures include $660,000 for replacement of the Fiscalini Water Tank, $20,000
for repairs to the Stuart Street Tank, $81,900 for a SCADA system for the San Simeon Well
Field, $25,000 towards pump station upgrades at the Rodeo Grounds, and $7,500 for a GIS
system.

Sustainable Water Facility Analysis. There are four budgets for the Sustainable Water
Facility (SWF).

The first SWF budget is the Operating Budget. The additional operating revenues which are
charged when the plant is operating are included in this budget. All costs associated with
operating the plant are also included in the budget. The preliminary budget to operate the
plant for three months projects revenues of $105,000 and expenditures of $221,400 resulting
in a deficit of $116,400 for the year. The rate study provided by Bartles and Wells in 2014
projected revenues and expenditures in this area to be $220,000 per year. Revenues will be
substantially below the revenues projected in the rate study because those revenues were
based on a 20% reduction in water sales during operation of the plant and the District is
actually experiencing closer to a 40% reduction in sales which results in actual revenues being
$108,000 less than projected in the rate study. Expenditures are higher than projected in the
rate study primarily due to extensive monitoring and operating modifications due to
environmental requirements that were not anticipated in the rate study. Staff anticipates that
the cost of environmental monitoring will decrease once the permanent operating permit is
obtained.

The second SWF budget is the Capital Cost Recovery Budget. All revenues from the
monthly SWF fixed charges and the monthly SWF usage charges are included in this budget.
The funds are dedicated to pay for debt service on the original loan of $8,939,000 and to pay
for maintenance of the SWF when it is not operating. The preliminary budget was developed
assuming the SWF will be operational for three months during the fiscal year. The preliminary
budget projects revenues of $847,000 and expenditures of $830,356 resulting in a surplus of
$16,664 for the year.

The third SWF budget is the Capital Projects Budget for the Santa Rosa Creek Project.
This is a continuation of the budget approved last fiscal year. Grant funds from the Drinking
Water Drought Grant Program in the amount of $307,876 have been approved. $248,246
(80%) of those funds have been received and receipt of the additional funds is anticipated this
year. Expenditures of $390,832 have been incurred and future expenses of about $10,000 are
anticipated bringing total projected expenditures to $400,832. Staff is proposing an increase in
expenditure authority to $400,832 which will leave a deficit of $92,956 to be funded from the
Water Fund Balance.

The fourth AWTP budget is the Capital Projects Budget for the Sustainable Water Facility
(San Simeon Creek Project). This is a continuation of the budget approved last fiscal year.
Staff will review this project before the budget is presented in June to see if any changes need
to be made.




Wastewater Fund Analysis. On February 12, 2016, the District adopted increased water and
wastewater rates which are designed to eliminate operating deficits in those funds. The new
rates became effective March 1, 2016 and are reflected in the budgeted revenues for those
funds.

The following chart compares the preliminary budget for FY 16-17 compared to the revenues
and expenditures projected in the rate study associated with the rate increases.

The rate study anticipated $1,981,000 in revenues and $1,936,000 in expenditures leaving a
surplus of $45,000. The preliminary budget has anticipated revenues and expenditures of
$2,532,000 leaving no surplus or deficit.

Projected Professional Services are higher than included in the rate study because $51,000
has been added for continued use of Balance Public Relations to assist the District receive
financing (grants and low income loans) for needed capital projects.

This budget includes $25,000 for a camera survey and hydro-cleaning of 5% of our wastewater
lines which was not anticipated in the Rate Study.

This budget also includes $551,000 for major maintenance as shown on page 26. This is

$36,000 higher than the budget presented in April. This resulted from an increase of $126,000

in the cost of the purchase and installation of the influent screen, a reduction of $45,000 for

hand rails, elimination of $30,000 for cathodic protection, and a reduction of $15,000 for

replacement of the grit pumps. The funds budgeted in Fiscal Year 2015-16 for purchase of the
5



influent screen had to be used for emergency repairs necessitating that it be carried over into
the Fiscal Year 2016-17 budget. This major maintenance will be funded with loans from the
General Fund which will be repaid using some of the annual “maintenance funds” collected
from the increased wastewater rates. The increased rates are designed to provide an
additional $250,000 per year for maintenance but staff believes that maintenance efforts can
be restricted to no more than $175,000 leaving about $75,000 per year to repay the loan. The
Water and Wastewater Ad Hoc Committee supports this approach to resolving these
immediate needs for major maintenance at the wastewater plant.

General Fund Analysis. The preliminary budget for the General Fund is balanced as shown
below.

Fire Department. The budget for the Fire Department includes 3 additional firefighters hired
under the Safer Grant Program. The projected revenues for the Fiscal Year include $167,628
in Safer grant reimbursements for these additional firefighters.

Staff recommends purchasing a new first out fire truck this year. We have a proposal for the
truck for approximately $620,000. Staff has applied for a grant to pay for this fire truck and
should know if it is approved by June. If the grant is not approved, staff will include $135,000
in the final budget in June for financing the purchase of the truck.

The Fire Department needs to replace all Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) for all fire
fighters. There are two sets of PPE: one for fighting structure fires and one for fighting
wildland fires. The cost to replace one set of PPE for structure fires is $2,380. The cost to
replace one set of PPE for wildland fires is $525. We need 25 sets for the entire Fire
Department which will cost $72,625. Those costs have not been included in this budget
because the District is applying for grants to pay for these purchases. Once it is known exactly
how much of our requirements will be funded by grants, the remaining costs will be requested
as an augment to this budget

Facilities and Resources Department. The projected revenues for the Fiscal Year for the
Facilities and Resources Department are $32,300 less than last year. Last year’s budget
included $60,000 for a grant to purchase trash containers for Main Street. That revenue is not
available this year. However, Vet's Hall rental revenues are expected to exceed last year's
budget by $7,845 because of a policy change that drastically reduced the fee waivers that
were previously being granted. The projected expenditures for the Fiscal Year for Facilities
and Resources are $9,033 less than last year. Increases in personnel costs of $62,248 and
overhead costs of $5,180 were more than offset by the decrease in capital expenditures of
$72,000. Personnel costs are greater this year because there was a vacancy for much of the
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year last year which has been filled. The $72,000 that was budgeted for trash containers last
year is not required this year.

Parks and Recreation Department. The projected revenues for the Fiscal Year for Parks
and Recreation Department are $161,602. That includes $135,486 from what is left of the
Proposition 1A Reserve Funds that have been committed to the East Ranch Improvement
Project. The projected expenditures for the Fiscal Year Budget for Parks and Recreation are
$161,602. This is primarily due to projected expenditures of $135,486 for the East Ranch
Improvement Project but also includes $10,000 for demolition and removal of the old Phyllips
house on the East Ranch.

Administration Department. The projected revenues for the Fiscal Year for the
Administrative Department are $157,371 more than last fiscal year. Increases in property taxes
of $216,876 were partially offset by a decrease of $57,031 for state mandated costs
reimbursements. The proposed expenditures for Fiscal Year 16-17 for the Administrative
Department are $231,598 more than last fiscal year. This increase is primarily due to increases
in personnel costs of $181,974 and capital project expenditures of $45,000. Last year, two
part-time Admin Tech 2 positions that were originally included in the budget were not filled. As
a result, at the mid-year budget review, the personnel budget was reduced by almost $100,000
to reflect those vacancies. The additional $82,000 being budgeted this year reflects changing
both of those part-time positions to full time positions and Cost of Living salary increases for
those Admin staff who are members of SEIU. Also in the original budget last year, $37,500
was included for capital equipment but at the mid-year budget review it was recognized that
those expenditures were not going to be made so the budget for last year was reduced to zero
at that time.

CONCLUSION:

The General Fund is essentially balanced and no contribution to or from the General Fund’s
Fund Balance is projected at this time.

The Water Fund has a total projected deficit of $65,463. The department operating budget
has a surplus of $34,293 while the SWF Capital Cost Recovery Department has a surplus of
$16,644 and the SWF Operations Department has a deficit of $116,400.

The Wastewater Fund is essentially balanced and no contribution to or from the Fund
Balance is projected at this time. The budget includes $551,000 in capital expenditures and
$244,403 in debt service.

Major maintenance and capital improvement projects in all three funds (General Fund, Water
Fund and Wastewater Fund) have been deferred for many years. As a result of the poor
condition of both plants (water and wastewater) and their associated delivery and collection
systems, the District now consistently experiences significant system failures requiring
expensive emergency corrective action. This is a problem that has been developing for years
and it gets worse each year. The rate study conducted in 2015 partially addressed this issue
by providing $100,000 each year in the Water Fund to allow that fund to borrow $1,000,000
immediately to pay for crucial infrastructure improvements including the replacement of the
Fiscalini Water tank. However, that rate study did not provide any funding for infrastructure
improvements in the Wastewater Fund.



An immediate comprehensive rate study of the Wastewater facility is essential to catalog all
existing infrastructure, machinery and equipment and to develop realistic repair and
replacement schedules as well as ongoing maintenance requirements. Rates charged for
Wastewater services must be examined and appropriate rates determined to provide for
efficient and effective service delivery.

It is again that time of the year for me to thank all the staff at the CCSD for their dedication and
hard work this past year. The Water Department staff operated the SWF plant successfully
and continues to operate the regular plant in an outstanding manner. The Wastewater staff
has operated short staffed and without a permanent supervisor for much of the year and
continues to deal with crisis situations in a professional and exemplary manner. Administrative
functions were understaffed during much of the year but all necessary work was accomplished
due to the dedication of the staff we did have. And the firefighters in the Fire Department
rallied around a temporary Fire Chief to continue providing all fire prevention and emergency
medical services while transitioning to a new fire chief.
