We are continuing to accumulate data necessary to update undeveloped lot
information from the 2006 Build Out Reduction Plan. Part of the process has been
to request information on areas, such as the number of lot mergers since the last
plan, from various resources. We feel it is better not to just rely on a single
resource. As may be expected, the data received is often not in agreement and any
differences must be reconciled.

We are rolling forward the lot data from the 2006 BRP to bring it current. As each
line item is adjusted it is then reviewed to determine if the resultant changes are
logical. Again, we have had to go back and get clarification to resolve discrepancies
and, or questionable results. We are currently in the process of requesting a
meeting with the CCCSD to clarify the results of our most recent review.
