Administration
Listed below is my General Manager’s Report for May 22, 2014.

Staff continues to work very closely with CDM Smith on Task Order 3 and preparation of Task Order 4,
which is the Design and Build of the Emergency Water Supply Project.

The SR1 well 1 is up and running. As of April 16, 2014 two non —potable water tanks in addition to
associated piping are in place and ready for Cambrians to get free non-potable water as of. The revised
and improved non-potable station will allow for Cambrians to fill their tanks much easier and faster
compared to the current tank in place at the skate park. We anticipate the SR 3 well to be operational
within the next few weeks. Staff is working closely on making electrical feed improvements to the site
prior to powering up the well.

Staff continues to make progress on the Iron and Manganese removal System, also known as the
Filtronics Plant. One of the reservoir tanks will need additional repair and possible replacement due to
the age of the unit. We still anticipate a startup date towards the end of June

Staff continues to spend a great deal of time in preparation of the draft budget for fiscal year 2014-
2015. Historically the draft budget has been brought to The CCSD Board of Directors for review and
comment as part of the May Board Meeting. Due to the extra staff time required for the Emergency
Water Supply Project and the Proposition 218 process and the transition with the District’s new Finance
Manager, staff is asking that the Board consider holding a special workshop to review, discuss and
provide direction on the draft budget on June 12, 2014. Next year’s fiscal year budget will include
reductions in most line items for each Department and will also recommend the elimination of the
Utility Manager position, combining the Administrative Services Officer Position with the District Clerk
position, and eliminating the full time Conservation Officer. As a point of clarification, it is also proposed
that an Administrative Technician 1 be hired to support the combined Administrative Services Officer
/District Clerk position. With regards to the elimination of the full time Conservation Officer, the billing
Clerk will spend one entire day each week on conservation related matters, and the Water Department
has taken over field inspections. The Administrative staff has and will continue to play an active role in
the community’s conversation efforts. The elimination of the Utility Manager Postion will be addressed
by changes within the Water and Wastewater Department. The Current Chief Plant Operators for both
the Water and Wastewater Departments will be reclassified as Water and Wastewater Supervisors with
expanded roles, duties and responsibilities that will address any shortfalls with the elimination of the
Utilities Manager postion such as Capital Improvement projects. The General Manager, along with the
Administrative staff will continue to work closely with and support both Water and Wastewater
Departments. The primary goal for fiscal year 2014/ 2015 budget is fiscal sustainability, reducing cost
and organizational efficiency and effectiveness.

| anticipate bringing to the Board a Reserve Fund Balance Policy in August for your consideration. The
District is extremely fortunate to have Tracy Fuller on Board as our Interim Finance Manager. Tracy
brings a great deal of municipal experience to the District and will be instrumental in assisting the
District with the budget process, proposition 218 process and the reserve fund policy.

Staff continues to work closely with Alex Handlers of Bartle Wells of the Water and Wastewater Rate
Study and the Proposition 218 process. The study and associated accelerated time lines are a direct
result of the immediate need to fund the Emergency Water Supply Project.

During the May 6, 2014 Parks, Recreation and Open Space Commissioners Meeting David Foote from
Firma presented the Fiscalini Ranch Community Park Phase 1 Design Development Document. | have
sent a copy of the document to each Board Member for your review. The cost to complete the Phase 1
plan was $ 182,768.10 plus a 10% contingency. A discussion ensued regarding the current fiscal
constraints of the District and it was determined By PROS that the matter be tabled unto the July
Meeting. This would give the CCSD Board of Directors the opportunity to review the document and pass
the fiscal year 2014-2015 budget. One of the three goals that the CCSD Board of Directors adopted for
Calendar year 2014 was to move forward and implementation of the plan. This goal was adopted prior
to allocation of funds to the Emergency Water Supply Project. As mentioned and recommended earlier,
this item could also be discussed as part of the combined workshop between the CCSD Board of
Directors, PROS and FFRP Board of Directors.

Revenue from Water Sales (not including Surcharges) for the period March-April 2014 was $201,521;
the projection was $242,071. Revenue from Water Sales Surcharges for the period March-April 2014
was $70,707; the projection was $34,791. Total Water Revenues are $272,228 and $276,862 was
budgeted.

The revenue from Wastewater Sales (not including surcharges) for the period of March-April, 2014 was
$290,158. The amount budgeted was $307,936. Wastewater does not receive Surcharge Revenue.

This is the last large payment being made on this loan, which was originally taken out to refinance the
District’s 1995 Bonds; the Schedule of Loan Repayments on this debt calls for the District to make an
interest-only payment of $1,442.25 on November 1, 2014, and the final principal & interest payment of
$65,542.25 on May 1, 2015. Please see the attached Schedule of Long-Term Infrastructure-Related
Debt for a more complete overview of the District’s existing loans.

LAIF BALANCE

The balance in the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) as of April 30, 2014 was $3,801,318. The
attached Schedule of Cash and Investments Balances indicates how the balance compares to the prior
month’s balance as well as for the same month in each of the prior 4 years. Too much emphasis should
not be placed on one month’s activity; rather the information should be looked at on a trend basis.

With the exception of the restricted funds to offset a potential future Proposition 1A take-away, final
reserve amounts are determined after all other fiscal year activity is recorded, reconciled and audited,
although the balances are monitored during the fiscal year to ensure that funds set-aside for specific
programs, such as the Lot Merger Program, are not overspent. The above amounts have been updated
based on the audit for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2013 with the exception of the Resource
Conservation Department’s balance (for the Lot Merger Program), which has been updated as of March
31, 2014. The amounts have also been updated for the interest revenue received through April 30, 2014.

o] Staff has sent the Notice to the Commercial Customers in relation to Exhibit A to
Resolution 10-2014.

o] We are continuing to process Permanent Resident forms as we receive them.

o] Staff is currently working on the address update in preparation for the Proposition 218
process. The timing for this is good because we have just received the most up-to-date
Data from the County which includes owners and addresses. This information is
received annually for the assessment processes.

o] We have implemented the Novus (agenda software) pilot program. Staff is working on
training to learn the system as well as creating a schedule to get the remaining staff and
directors trained on this software system. Due to the number of board meetings we
anticipate that the schedule for training may be a little delayed. We hope to have a full
schedule by the end of May.

o] | attended a presentation by National Meter on Tuesday, May 13. They have developed
a new system for meters and meter reading. This system is an interactive system which
provides customers with access to their utility accounts. It involves replacing the meter
dials and the transmitters. Our transmitters have a life expectancy of 10 years and were
installed in 2005. We are working on developing a replacement plan to hopefully move
to this new technology. The cost is not clearly identified at this time. There are some
true advantages to this new technology. One of the most important tools this system
offers is a conservation component. The technology provides daily reads, leak
notification and consumption. These reports are tools we can utilize to minimize water
loss with minimal staff time.

The scope
services for the Design Development work was to identify the appropriate level of grading
and drainage infrastructure needed for phased park implementation, and to relocate the dog
park closer to the parking area. The documents include:

» Phase 1 Design Development Site Plan

» Grading and Drainage Plan with import to achieve minimum 19 slopes
» Grading and Drainage Plan with balanced earthwork on-site (no import)

As indicated above the cost estimate includes all park grading and drainage infrastructure.

Existing Conditions

The majority of the existing site is open space. The only improvements are a relatively small parking lot
(Class 2 Base) and an old abandoned cattle corral. The majority of the site is composed of rangeland
(native grasses) with the remainder composed of pine forest. The rangeland portion of the site is
relatively flat (approximately 1%).

The site contains two outlets for storm water. The first is Santa Rosa Creek, which generally follows the
North border of the property and flows towards the West. The second storm water outlet is an existing
secondary drainage channel, which runs parallel to Santa Rosa Creek, and spills into Santa Rosa Creek
where Santa Rosa Creek crosses Highway 1.

Approximately 1/3 of existing site storm water sheet flows from the project site into Santa Rosa Creek
and approximately 2/3 of existing site storm water is collected by the secondary drainage channel. In
addition to site runoff, the site receives water from a residential area to the South.

The future portion of this project may be one or more phases. For simplicity, we will call it Phase 2. This
phase includes the following features:

e Additional Parking area — Covered in class 2 base
e Sports fields
e  Playground

Post-construction impervious area will remain effectively the same as pre-construction impervious area.
The only new fully impervious area to be added is the restroom. This project will utilize a main swale to
direct sheet flow from the offsite tributary area (residential and pine forest) towards the existing
secondary drainage channel. In addition, the parking lot will contain a bio-swale, which will collect
drainage from the parking area, provide an opportunity for infiltration, and then convey excess drainage
into the main swale via an 8” perforated pipe. The outlet for the bio-swale will be set approximately 4”
above grade, which will allow some ponding in the bio-swale and enhance infiltration for small storms.

Summary

Peak Flow Analysis

The USGS California StreamStats Website was utilized to estimate the peak flow for the tributary area.
This method is extremely conservative. It includes an area south of highway 1 that does not actually
drain to the site because Highway 1 intercepts this drainage, however, the USGS website does not
account for this fact. Figure 3 shows the area tributary to the project site.

The full summary of peak flow from the USGS website can be found at the end of this report. However,
the 50yr storm is estimated at 50.4 CFS.

Earthen Swale Analysis
The earthen swale dimensions for this project have been chosen to create a drainage feature that will
convey the projected flows. A diagram of the earthen swale is shown below:

Therfore, the capacity of the earth swale is (velocity x area) = 53.8 cfs

The swale, as designed, is capable of conveying the 50 year storm as predicted by USGS (conservative).

As discussed at our meeting today, this letter is to request a determination of substantial
conformity for the Phase 1 improvements to Fiscalini Ranch Preserve Community Park. The
Phase 1 plan is attached along with the approved Master Plan blow up of the affected area,
for reference.

There are two proposed changes to the Master Plan shown on the Phase 1 Plan:

* The dog park is shifted closer to the parking area. The required 100 foot buffer setback
from the toe of the wooded slope has been accommodated. The informal open picnic areas
would be on either side of the dog park. The path system is essentially the same.

« The Master Plan piped storm drain system has been changed to an overland swale
system. The off-site watershed is captured by a grassy swale at the toe of the wooded slope
and flows to meet the existing secondary channel that enters Santa Rosa creek at Highway
1. The swale along the north side of the ballfields will capture the park runoff and convey
water similarly to the creek. The approved concept of these long bioswales to filter runoff
water is accommodated well.

RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt Resolution 12-2014 establishing CCSD Records Retention Schedules for additional personnel
records to be included as part of the District’s existing Records Retention Schedules.

FISCAL IMPACT:

When the CCSD adopted its Record Retention Policy in March of 2011, it was estimated that it would cost

the CCSD approximately $16,327 to archive approximately 568 boxes of records dating back to 2002. The
cost to store records increases annually. The addition of the 2011, 2012 and 2013 records will increase the
CCSD’s archival costs by approximately $8,500.

DISCUSSION:

On March 24, 2011, the Board of Directors adopted Resolution No. 07-2011, establishing a Records
Retention Policy (the “Policy”) consistent with the requirements of Government Code Sections 60200 et
seq. Adoption of the Policy provides guidelines to CCSD employees regarding the retention or disposal of
the CCSD'’s records. The Policy also provides for identification, maintenance, safeguarding and disposal of
records in the normal course of business; ensures the prompt and accurate retrieval of records; and
ensures compliance with legal and regulatory requirements. This is the second in a series of actions
implementing the Policy which among other things, is intended to substantially reduce records storage
costs.

Government Code Sections 60200 et seq. provide the legal authority for the destruction and disposal of
the records of special districts. The Board of Directors may authorize the destruction or disposition of any
category of records by adopting a resolution finding that the destruction or disposition of that category of
records will not adversely affect any interest of the CCSD or of the public. The CCSD must maintain a list,
by category, of the types of records destroyed or disposed and that reasonably identifies the information
contained in the records in each category.

On November 21, 2013, the Board of Directors adopted Resolution No. 44-2013, which established record
retention schedules for the following categories of records: recruitment records, Fair Political Practices
Commission filings, and public records requests. The time frames for retention of the recruitment records
were developed based upon Title 29 of the Federal Code of Regulations Sections 1627.3 and 1910.1020
governing personnel records kept by employers and access to employee medical records. The time
frames for retention of the Fair Political Practices Commission records was based upon Government Code
Section 81009, regulating the period for retention of certain Fair Political Practices Commission filings.
Lastly, the time frames for retention of the public records requests and related documents were based
upon Government Code Section 60201(d)(5).

District staff has developed retention schedules for the following additional personnel records: I-9 Forms,
labor relations records, personnel files and medical files. The time frames for retention are governed by
Government Code Section 60201, Title 29 of the Code of Federal Regulations Section 1627.3 and Section
1910.1020 and Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations Section 3204.
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As the District staff develops additional categories of records for destruction or disposition, they will be
brought before you for addition to the Record Retention Schedules.

While past records are currently identified and retained in a retrievable index, the cost to store these
records is significant and increases annually. In the interest of fiscal responsibility and in keeping with the
State’s Local Government Management Guidelines, CCSD staff requests that the Board of Directors adopt
Resolution 12-2014 establishing the CCSD Record Retention Schedules for 1-9 Forms, labor relations
records, personnel files and medical files .

WHEREAS, appropriate records retention schedules will assist the CCSD by documenting
which records require office or temporary storage, which records have historic or research
value, and which records should be destroyed because they no longer have any administrative,
fiscal or legal value.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the CCSD does hereby RESOLVE and ORDER
as follows:

Section 1: CCSD Records Retention Policy, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, is hereby
adopted to establish the Cambria Community Services District's Records Retention Policy.

POLICY TITLE: RECORDS RETENTION

1. PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines to staff regarding the retention or
disposal of Cambria Community Services District records; provide for the identification,
maintenance, safeguarding and disposal of records in the normal course of business;
ensure prompt and accurate retrieval of records; and ensure compliance with legal and
regulatory requirements.

2. POLICY

Vital and important records, regardless of recording media, are those having legal,
financial, operational, or historical value to the CCSD.

The following principles, which apply to all levels of government, are adopted as central
to the CCSD’s Records Retention policy and are based upon the Secretary of State’s
Local Government Records Management Guidelines,

-- A records management program is designed to “...apply efficient and economical
management methods to the creation, utilization, maintenance, retention, preservation,
and disposal of... records”. (Reference Government Code Section 14740).

-- Effective records management ensures that records are kept only as long as

they have some administrative, fiscal, or legal value. When records no longer fulfill the
value for which they were created, they should be destroyed unless they also have
some historic or research significance. If that is the case the records should be
preserved by an appropriate historical agency.

--Staff members should realize that an effective records management program is not
only cost effective; it will also make their jobs easier. They should also know that
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records retained beyond their value “just in case” only extend the agency’s legal liability
in the event of adverse litigation.

3. INTERPRETATION AND IMPLEMENTATION

The General Manager is authorized by the Board of Directors to interpret and implement
this Policy, and to cause to be destroyed any or all such records, papers and
documents that meet the qualifications governing the retention and disposal of records,
specified herein.

Pursuant to the provisions of California Government Code 860200 through 860203, the
following will govern the retention and disposal of records of the Cambria Community
Services District.

A. Duplicate records, papers and documents may be destroyed at any time without
the necessity of Board authorization or copying to electronic media.

B. Any original records, papers or documents that do not fall under any Federal,
State, Special District laws or specified CCSD regulations, and which are more than two
years old, not longer in use for a period shorter than two years, and have no continuing
need for said record for legal or historical purposes may be authorized for destruction in
accordance with the procedures contained in this Policy without the necessity of
copying to photographic or electronic media.

C. In no instances are records, papers or documents to be destroyed where there is
a continuing need for such records for such matters as pending litigation, special
projects, etc. or for a period less than required by federal or state statutes or
regulations.

D. In accordance with the authority of Government Code Section 60203, by
adoption of this Policy the CCSD Board of Directors hereby authorizes the destruction
of any records, papers or documents which are not expressly required by law to be filed
and preserved if all of the following conditions are met:
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1. The record, paper or document is copied to an approved electronic

Media in accordance with Government Code Section 60203 (a)(1);

2. The device used to reproduce such record, or retrieves and prints the
document from the electronic media, is one which accurately reproduces

the original thereof in all details and does not permit additions, deletions, or
changes to the original document; and,

3. The reproductions or copies are placed in conveniently accessible files and
provision is made for preserving, examining, and using the files.

4. DOCUMENTS TO BE MAINTAINED IN ACCORDANCE WITH GOVERNMENT
CODE SECTION 60201

In accordance with the requirements of Government Code Section 60201, the following
records may not be destroyed or disposed of:

A. Any records relating to formation, change or organization, or reorganization of
the CCSD.
B. Any ordinance adopted by the CCSD, except an ordinance that has been

repealed or is otherwise invalid or unenforceable may be authorized by the Board of
Directors for destruction or disposition five years after it has been repealed or became
invalid or unenforceable.

C. Minutes of any meeting of the CCSD Board of Directors.

D. Records relating to any pending claim or litigation or any settlement or other
disposition of litigation within the past two years.

E. Records that are subject to any pending request made pursuant to the Public
Records Act, whether or not the CCSD maintains that the record is exempt from
disclosure, until the request has been granted or two years from the time written notice
was provided to the requester that the request has been denied.

F. Records that relate to any pending construction that the CCSD has not accepted
or as to which a stop notice claim legally may be presented.

G. Records that relate to any non-discharged debt of the CCSD.
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H. Records that relate to the title of real property in which the CCSD has an interest.
l. Records that relate to any non-discharged contract to which the CCSD is a party.

J. Any record that has not fulfilled the administrative, fiscal, or legal purpose for
which it was created or received.

K. Records relating to unaccepted bids or proposals that are less than two years old
that are for the construction or installation of any building, structure, or other public
work.

L. Records that specify the amount of compensation paid to CCSD employees or
officers or to independent contractors providing personal or professional services to the
CCSD, or relates to expense reimbursement to CCSD officers or employees or to the
use of CCSD paid credit cards or any travel compensation mechanism. Pursuant to
Government Code Section 60201 (d)(12), however, such records may be destroyed or
disposed of in accordance with the procedures contained in this Policy seven years
after the date of payment.

5. AUTHORIZATION FOR DESTRUCTION

Government Code Section 60201 (b) provides that the Board of Directors may authorize
the destruction or disposition of any category of records by adopting a resolution finding
the destruction or disposition of that category of records will not adversely affect any
interest of the CCSD or of the public, and maintains a list, by category, of the types of
records destroyed or disposed of that reasonably identifies the information contained in
the records in each category. In accordance with this authority, and pursuant the
authority and findings contained in Resolution 07-2011 approving this Policy, the
following procedures shall apply to the destruction or disposition of CCSD records:

A. RECORDS RETENTION SCHEDULES

The Board of Directors approval of this Records Retention Policy constitutes authority to
dispose of records listed in the Records Retention Schedules attached as Exhibit 1 to
this Policy, based upon its finding that the destruction or disposition of records
contained in the Records Retention Schedules that are older than the retention periods
established therein will not adversely affect any interest of the CCSD or of the Public.
The General Manager shall annually submit to the Board a list consistent with the
requirements of Government Code Section 60201(b) (1)(B), by category, of the types of
records destroyed or disposed of that reasonably identifies the information contained in
the records in each category. The General Manager shall, from time to time as may be
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appropriate and desirable for proper records management, submit to the Board of
Directors additions to the Records Retention Schedules for its consideration to provide
for additional authority for the ongoing destruction and disposition of appropriate
categories of records.

B. ANNUAL PROCEDURE FOR RECORDS NOT CONTAINED IN THE
RECORD RETENTION SCHEDULES

In addition records listed in the Record Retention Schedules, the following procedure
shall be used to annually review and authorize the destruction and disposition of other
records maintained by the CCSD:

1. The General Manager shall establish a date each year when each department
head shall compile a list of documents for consideration of authorization by the Board of
Directors for destruction.

2. The list shall be submitted to the General Manager, and shall be reviewed by him
or her, as well as the District Counsel, for a determination as to the appropriateness of
destroying or disposing of the record, taking into consideration the provisions of this
Policy and any other legal reasons related to their destruction or disposition.

3. The General Manager shall bring the list of documents to be considered for
destruction or disposition to the Board of Directors for consideration, and the list shall be
published as part of the regular agenda.

4, The Board of Directors shall thereafter consider a Resolution, with the findings
required by Government Code Section 60201 (b) (1), authorizing the destruction or
disposition of the records.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Adopt Resolution 18-2014 Authorizing the Filing of a Proposition 84 Grant Application with the
California Department of Water Resources (DWR) for an Emergency Water Supply Project and
Authorizing the District General Manager or His Designee to Execute Said Application and to
Take Any Additional Actions Related Thereto.

FISCAL IMPACT AND BACKGROUND:

This application would compete for Proposition 84 grant funds, which would require a 25-
percent match from either local or Federal funds. Funding for this grant program may pay for
certain eligible expenses incurred starting on January 17, 2014.

The supporting resolution has a $6 million maximum that is based on the funding requested
with initial grant application materials, which were provided to the County on April 24, 2014.
Since this time, the County has evaluated the projects submitted for consideration under the
Integrated Regional Water Management Plan (IRWMP), and has recommended the Cambria
project for DWR funding at $3.75 million. The maximum funds available for the IRWMP
Proposition 84 funds is $19.7 million, which is to cover IRWMP projects in San Luis Obispo,
Santa Barbara, and Monterey County. Therefore, competition for the grant funds will be fierce,
and could result in the maximum authorized amount being subject to further change.

If the District were awarded a Proposition 84 grant, it would reduce the fiscal impacts on the
District’'s Water Enterprise Fund from development and construction costs associated with the
Emergency Water Supply Project. Because the $3.75 million in requested State funding would
be for a 75-percent State-cost share, conceivably, a total project cost of $5 million would, in
that scenario, result in $1.25 million being required as matching funds, which would need to be
locally, or possible federally, funded. Project costs in excess of $5 million would increase the
non-state/local share costs.

The DWR currently estimates that grant award notices should occur during September 2014.
Subject to the timing needed for finalizing a grant funding agreement, actual grant award
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funding may not occur until 2015. Therefore, the timing of this grant would still require local
financing for the entire project cost in order to complete the emergency project this year.

DISCUSSION:

Proposition 84, the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality, and Supply, Flood Control, River and
Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006 allocated the sum of $19.7 million for grants to Integrated
Regional Water Management Plan projects within San Luis Obispo, Santa Barbara, and
Monterey Counties. As a signatory agency to the Memorandum of Understanding to the San
Luis Obispo County IRWMP, the CCSD submitted its preliminary project application materials
to County public works staff on April 24, 2014. The CCSD proposal was then screened by
consultants commissioned by the County, and ultimately recommended to the County-wide
IRWMP working group for their consideration during a May 7, 2014 meeting. The IRWMP
working group voted in favor of submitting the County’s project list to the County Board of
Supervisors’ Water Resources Advisory Committee (WRAC) that same afternoon. The WRAC
subsequently reviewed and voted in favor of the project list, which includes the CCSD’s
Emergency Water Supply Project with a recommended funding level of $3.75 million.

CCSD staff is currently working with the County consultants in finalizing supporting grant
application materials. The Proposition 84 grant program is administered by the DWR, which
uses a very detailed submittal and review process to evaluate and award grants. One of the
submittal requirements is to include an authorizing resolution by each applicant. Therefore,
staff has prepared the attached resolution for Board consideration and approval, which would
be included with the District’'s grant application. Applications for this final round of Proposition
84 grant funds are due on July 1, 2014.

WHEREAS, the Cambria Community Services District (District) has declared a
Stage 3 Water Shortage Condition and seeks to address critical deficiencies in its
existing groundwater water supply with the completion of an emergency brackish water
treatment project to improve supply reliability for the betterment of its customers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Directors of the Cambria
Community Services District that:

1. The above recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by this
reference.

2. The General Manager or his designated representative is hereby authorized and
directed to sign and file for, and on behalf of the Cambria Community Services
District, an application for funding from the Department of Water Resources for
an amount not to exceed $6,000, 000, for the project titled Cambria Emergency
Water Supply Project, under the terms and provisions of the Integrated Regional
Water Management Implementation Grant Program.

3. The District hereby agrees and further does authorize the aforementioned
representative or his/her designee to certify that the District has and will comply
will all applicable state and federal statutory and regulatory requirements related
to any federal and state funds received.

4. The District General Manager or his/her designee of the District is hereby

authorized and directed to prepare the necessary data, conduct investigations,
file such grant application, negotiate and execute a grant funding agreement and
any amendments or change orders thereto, and to certify funding disbursement
on behalf of the District.

Recommendation:

Authorize the General Manager to Enter Into a Consulting Services Agreement with Carollo
Engineers for Completion of a 10-Percent Design Report on Improvements to the Wastewater
Treatment Plant.

Fiscal Impact:

The District previously requested and received authorization to apply one-half of the settlement
proceeds established in the settlement agreement with the California Regional Water Quality
Control Board, Central Coast Region, (Administrative Civil Liability Order R3-2014-0008 dated
February 14, 2014), towards an enhanced compliance action project (“‘ECA” project), a
summary of which is attached hereto. This ECA project was defined to include a 10-percent
design report on improvements to the District’'s wastewater treatment plant. The portion of the
funds the District agreed to pay towards the ECA project amounted to $113,413.30, of which
50% has been budgeted in the current FY 2013/2014 budget, with the remainder to be
budgeted as part of the FY 2014/2015 budget. As of the date of this staff report’'s preparation
(5/14/2014) staff was completing contracting details with Carollo Engineers, and estimates the
total contract amount will not exceed $114,000.

Discussion:

On March 19, 2014, staff issued a Request for Proposals for the ECA project to 11 consulting
firms. Two firms submitted detailed proposals by the due date of May 1, 2014, which were
subsequently reviewed by District staff. Both proposing firms provided excellent responses
and had similar qualifications. However, after careful consideration by staff, a consensus was
reached to proceed with an award to Carollo Engineers. Key factors considered included
Carollo’s familiarity with the existing wastewater treatment plant, as well as having a lower cost
proposal. Therefore, staff is recommending that the Board authorize the General Manager to
enter into a consulting services agreement with Carollo Engineers for preparation of the ECA
project.

Enhanced Compliance Action: Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvement Project

Background. The CCSD wastewater treatment plant is a secondary, extended-
aeration, activated sludge plant, which also includes a raw sewage lift station, in-line
screenings shredders, grit removal, secondary clarifiers, holding basins, an effluent
pumping station, aerobic sludge digesters, and a sludge screw press. The aeration
tanks and related aerators experience operating inefficiencies due to fouling, which
occurs when the macerated rags and other inert materials recombine and collect on the
aeration headers and diffusers. In addition, the existing influent pumps and grit removal
process capacity has been exceeded during past wet weather events, which results in
operators installing a temporary make-shift portable pump and hose while also
bypassing portions of the headworks area. Besides the existing plant deficiencies, the
RWQCB staff have expressed concerns over nitrates within the plant effluent. The
CCSD also desires to further evaluate providing Title 22 recycled water, which was
described within an earlier 2004 report’.

Project Objectives. To address plant deficiencies, the need for de-nitrification, and to
provide future Title 22 recycled water, a comprehensive evaluation of the wastewater
treatment plant and an associated preliminary design is being proposed as an
enhanced compliance action (ECA) project. This project will evaluate the plant as a
whole, and make specific recommendations to improve its performance, with an
emphasis on de-nitrification. The work completed will include an engineering report
describing the evaluation process and related data used in the evaluation, the resulits,
conclusions, and recommendations for improvements. Recommendations shall include
engineering cost estimates for the various categories of improvements, including; 1)
influent pumping, screening removal, grit removal, and related headworks modifications,
2) improvements to emergency power supply and instrumentation alarms and controls;
3) supervisory control and data acquisition system improvements; 4) improvements to
flow equalization and wet weather flow storage and control; 5) aeration basin
modifications, aeration piping and recycled sludge piping modifications, blower
upgrades, and dissolved oxygen control improvements to provide for denitrification; 6)
secondary clarifier improvements; 7) unit process additions and possible modifications
to provide Title 22 compliant recycled water, 8) sludge digestion and disposal
improvements; and, 9) an alternate point of effluent discharge during the late dry
season to prevent or minimize a negative gradient condition between the effluent
percolation ponds and up-gradient potable well field.

! Final Report, Task 3: Recycled Water Distribution System Master Plan, Cambria Community Services District,
Kennedy/Jenks Consultants, July 2004
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Following review and concurrence of the comprehensive evaluation report by the CCSD
and RWQCB, a 10-percent design report with drawings will be completed. The 10-
percent design will include updated cost estimates for the various components, design
criteria, process tank and piping layouts, a plant hydraulic profile, major equipment
specifications, major equipment single line electrical control diagrams, and process and
instrumentation control diagrams. This work will then be incorporated into updates to
the CCSD’s financing and rate plan, which will include analysis of the CCSD’s cash flow
and ability to fund the proposed improvements, potential rate adjustments and other
means to finance the proposed improvements, and the timing for the improvements as
related to the Proposition 218 process and other associated financing requirements. For
the purpose of satisfying the ECA requirements of $113,413.30, the District will

complete the comprehensive WWTP evaluation and 10-percent design. District ECA
project activity, description, schedule, and budget are listed below.

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AGREEMENT FOR CONSULTANT SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT FOR CONSULTANT SERVICES (“Agreement”) is made and
effective as of 2014, (the “Effective Date”) by and between
CAROLLO ENGINEERS INC., a Delaware corporation (“Consultant”’), and the
CAMBRIA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT, a political subdivision of the State of
California (“District”). In consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions set forth
herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM

This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall remain and
continue unless sooner terminated pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement.

2. SERVICES

Consultant shall perform the tasks described in Consultant's proposal for the
District's Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvement Enhanced Compliance Action
Project (the “Proposal”) attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this
reference.

3. PERFORMANCE

Consultant shall at all times faithfully, competently and to the best of his/her
ability, experience and talent, perform all tasks described herein. Consultant shall
employ, at a minimum generally accepted standards and practices utilized by persons
engaged in providing similar services as are required of Consultant hereunder in
meeting its obligations under this Agreement.

4. AGREEMENT ADMINISTRATION AND PRIMARY ENGINEER

District’'s General Manager shall represent District in all matters pertaining to the
administration of this Agreement. Steve Swanback shall represent Consultant in all
matters pertaining to the administration of this Agreement.

5. PAYMENT

The District agrees to pay the Consultant in accordance with the payment rates
and terms set forth in Consultant’s Proposal.

6. SUSPENSION OR TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT WITHOUT CAUSE

(@) The District may at any time, for any reason, with or without cause,
suspend or terminate this Agreement, or any portion hereof, by serving upon the
Consultant at least ten (10) days prior written notice. Upon receipt of said notice, the

Consultant shall immediately cease all work under this Agreement, unless the notice
provides otherwise. If the District suspends or terminates a portion of this Agreement
such suspension or termination shall not make void or invalidate the remainder of this
Agreement.

(b) In the event this Agreement is terminated pursuant to this Section, the
District shall pay to Consultant the actual value of the work performed up to the time of
termination, provided that the work performed is of value to the District. Upon
termination of the Agreement pursuant to this Section, the Consultant will submit an
invoice to the District pursuant to Section 5.

7. TERMINATION ON OCCURRENCE OF STATED EVENTS

This Agreement shall terminate automatically on the occurrence of any of the
following events:

(@) Bankruptcy or insolvency of any party;

(b)  Sale of Consultant’s business;

(© Assignment of this Agreement by Consultant without the consent of
District; or

(d) Completion of the services described in Section 2.

8. DEFAULT OF CONSULTANT

(&) The Consultant’s failure to comply with the provisions of this Agreement
shall constitute a default. In the event that Consultant is in default for cause under the
terms of this Agreement, District shall have no obligation or duty to continue
compensating Consultant for any work performed after the date of default and can
terminate this Agreement immediately by written notice to the Consultant. If such failure
by the Consultant to make progress in the performance of work hereunder arises out of
causes beyond the Consultant’'s control, and without fault or negligence of the
Consultant, it shall not be considered a default.

(b) If the Community Development Director or his/her delegate determines
that the Consultant is in default in the performance of any of the terms or conditions of
this Agreement, he/she shall cause to be served upon the Consultant a written notice of
the default. The Consultant shall have five (5) days after service upon it of said notice
in which to cure the default by rendering a satisfactory performance. In the event that
the Consultant fails to cure its default within such period of time, the District shall have
the right, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to terminate this
Agreement without further notice and without prejudice to any other remedy to which it
may be entitled at law, in equity or under this Agreement.

9. LAWS TO BE OBSERVED. Consultant shall:

@) Procure all permits and licenses, pay all charges and fees, and give all
notices which may be necessary and incidental to the due and lawful prosecution of the
services to be performed by Consultant under this Agreement;

(b) Keep itself fully informed of all existing and proposed federal, state and
local laws, ordinances, regulations, orders, and decrees which may affect those
engaged or employed under this Agreement, any materials used in Consultant’s
performance under this Agreement, or the conduct of the services under this
Agreement;

(c) At all times observe and comply with, and cause all of its employees to
observe and comply with all of said laws, ordinances, regulations, orders, and decrees
mentioned above;

(d) Immediately report to the District's Contract Manager in writing any
discrepancy or inconsistency it discovers in said laws, ordinances, regulations, orders,
and decrees mentioned above in relation to any plans, drawings, specifications, or
provisions of this Agreement.

(e) The District, and its officers, agents and employees, shall not be liable at
law or in equity occasioned by failure of the Consultant to comply with this Section.

10. OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS

(a) Consultant shall maintain complete and accurate records with respect to
sales, costs, expenses, receipts, and other such information required by District that
relate to the performance of services under this Agreement. Consultant shall maintain
adequate records of services provided in sufficient detail to permit an evaluation of
services. All such records shall be maintained in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles and shall be clearly identified and readily accessible. Consultant
shall provide free access to the representatives of District or its designees at reasonable
times to such books and records; shall give District the right to examine and audit said
books and records; shall permit District to make transcripts therefrom as necessary; and
shall allow inspection of all work, data, documents, proceedings, and activities related to
this Agreement. Such records, together with supporting documents, shall be maintained
for a period of three (3) years after receipt of final payment.

(b) Upon completion of, or in the event of termination or suspension of this
Agreement, all original documents, designs, drawings, maps, models, computer files,
surveys, notes, and other documents prepared in the course of providing the services to
be performed pursuant to this Agreement shall become the sole property of the District
and may be used, reused, or otherwise disposed of by the District without the
permission of the Consultant. With respect to computer files, Consultant shall make
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available to the District, at the Consultant’s office and upon reasonable written request
by the District, the necessary computer software and hardware for purposes of
accessing, compiling, transferring, and printing computer files.

11. INDEMNIFICATION

(@) Indemnification for Professional Liability. When the law establishes a
professional standard of care for Consultant’s Services, to the fullest extent permitted by
law, Consultant shall indemnify, protect, defend and hold harmless District and any and
all of its officials, employees and agents (“Indemnified Parties”) from and against any
and all losses, liabilities, damages, costs and expenses, including attorney’s fees and
costs to the extent same are caused in whole or in part by any negligent or wrongful act,
error or omission of Consultant, its officers, agents, employees or subContractors (or
any entity or individual that Consultant shall bear the legal liability thereof) in the
performance of professional services under this agreement.

(b) Indemnification for Other Than Professional Liability. Other than in the
performance of professional services and to the full extent permitted by law, Consultant
shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless District, and any and all of its employees,
officials and agents from and against any liability (including liability for claims, suits,
actions, arbitration proceedings, administrative proceedings, regulatory proceedings,
losses, expenses or costs of any kind, whether actual, alleged or threatened, including
attorneys fees and costs, court costs, interest, defense costs, and expert witness fees),
where the same arise out of, are a consequence of, or are in any way attributable to, in
whole or in part, the performance of this Agreement by Consultant or by any individual
or entity for which Consultant is legally liable, including but not limited to officers,
agents, employees or subContractors of Consultant.

(c) General Indemnification Provisions. Consultant agrees to obtain executed
indemnity agreements with provisions identical to those set forth here in this section
from each and every subContractor or any other person or entity involved by, for, with or
on behalf of Consultant in the performance of this agreement. In the event Consultant
fails to obtain such indemnity obligations from others as required here, Consultant
agrees to be fully responsible according to the terms of this section. Failure of District to
monitor compliance with these requirements imposes no additional obligations on
District and will in no way act as a waiver of any rights hereunder. This obligation to
indemnify and defend District as set forth here is binding on the successors, assigns or
heirs of Consultant and shall survive the termination of this agreement or this section.

(d) Indemnification for Design Professional Services. Notwithstanding anything
herein to the contrary, to the fullest extent permitted by law for all design professional
services arising under this Agreement, Consultant shall indemnify, protect, defend and
hold harmless City and any and all of its officials, employees and agents (“Indemnified
Parties”) from and against any and all losses, liabilities, damages, costs and expenses,
including attorney’s fees and costs which arise out of, pertain to, or relate to the
negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct of the Consultant.
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12.  INSURANCE
Consultant shall maintain prior to the beginning of and for the duration of this

Agreement insurance coverage as specified in Exhibit “B” attached hereto and
incorporated herein as though set forth in full.

13. INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT

(@) Consultant is and shall at all times remain as to the District a wholly
independent Consultant. The personnel performing the services under this Agreement
on behalf of Consultant shall at all times be under Consultant’s exclusive direction and
control. Neither District nor any of its officers, employees, or agents shall have control
over the conduct of Consultant or any of Consultant’s officers, employees, or agents,
except as set forth in this Agreement. Consultant shall not at any time or in any manner
represent that it or any of its officers, employees, or agents are in any manner officers,
employees, or agents of the District. Consultant shall not incur or have the power to
incur any debt, obligation, or liability whatever against District, or bind District in any
manner.

(b) No employee benefits shall be available to Consultant in connection with
performance of this Agreement. Except for the fees paid to Consultant as provided in
the Agreement, District shall not pay salaries, wages, or other compensation to
Consultant for performing services hereunder for District. District shall not be liable for
compensation or indemnification to Consultant for injury or sickness arising out of
performing services hereunder.

14. UNDUE INFLUENCE

Consultant declares and warrants that no undue influence or pressure was or is
used against or in concert with any officer or employee of the District in connection with
the award, terms or implementation of this Agreement, including any method of
coercion, confidential financial arrangement, or financial inducement. No officer or
employee of the District will receive compensation, directly or indirectly, from
Consultant, or from any officer, employee or agent of Consultant, in connection with the
award of this Agreement or any work to be conducted as a result of this Agreement.
Violation of this Section shall be a material breach of this Agreement entitling the District
to any and all remedies at law or in equity.

15. NO BENEFIT TO ARISE TO LOCAL EMPLOYEES

No member, officer, or employee of District, or their designees or agents, and no
public official who exercises authority over or responsibilities with respect to the project
during his/her tenure or for one year thereafter, shall have any interest, direct or indirect,
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in any agreement or sub-agreement, or the proceeds thereof, for work to be performed
in connection with the project performed under this Agreement.

16. RELEASE OF INFORMATION/CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

(a) All information gained by Consultant in performance of this Agreement shall
be considered confidential and shall not be released by Consultant without District's
prior written authorization. Consultant, its officers, employees, agents, or
subContractors, shall not without written authorization from the District Manager or
unless requested by the District Attorney, voluntarily provide declarations, letters of
support, testimony at depositions, response to interrogatories, or other information
concerning the work performed under this Agreement or relating to any project or
property located within the District. Response to a subpoena or court order shall not be
considered “voluntary” provided Consultant gives District notice of such court order or
subpoena.

(b) Consultant shall promptly notify District should Consultant, its officers,
employees, agents, or subContractors be served with any summons, complaint,
subpoena, notice of deposition, request for documents, interrogatories, request for
admissions, or other discovery request, court order, or subpoena from any person or
party regarding this Agreement and the work performed thereunder or with respect to
any project or property located within the District. District retains the right, but has no
obligation, to represent Consultant and/or be present at any deposition, hearing, or
similar proceeding. Consultant agrees to cooperate fully with District and to provide the
opportunity to review any response to discovery requests provided by Consultant.
However, District’s right to review any such response does not imply or mean the right
by District to control, direct, or rewrite said response.

17. TIME FOR PERFORMANCE AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

Consultant shall undertake the performance of its obligation hereunder (whether
by Consultant or its Subconsultants) in accordance with the schedule (the “Schedule”)
established by the parties and attached hereto as Exhibit “C” and incorporated herein by
this reference. Consultant shall use reasonable diligence and all reasonable efforts to
timely complete its work, according to the agreed upon Schedule.

Consultant shall not be considered in default of the Schedule for delays in
performance caused by circumstances beyond the reasonable control of Consultant.
Further, Consultant shall be entitled to an extension of time for completion of its work for
delays caused by such circumstances which are beyond its reasonable control. For
unexcused delays caused by Consultant, Consultant’s failure to timely complete the
work specified in this Agreement pursuant to the agreed upon Schedule may result in
the assessment of liquidated damages of $100.00 per working day, in accordance with
California Government Code section 53069.85, for each working day of unexcused
delay.
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18. NOTICES

Any notice which either party may desire to give to the other party under this
Agreement must be in writing and may be given either by (i) personal service, (ii)
delivery by a reputable document delivery service, such as but not limited to, Federal
Express, which provides a receipt showing date and time of delivery, or (iii) mailing in
the United States Mail, certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested,
addressed to the address of the party as set forth below or at any other address as that
party may later designate by notice:

19. ASSIGNMENT

The Consultant shall not assign the performance of this Agreement, nor any part
thereof, without the prior written consent of the District.

20. GOVERNING LAW

The District and Consultant understand and agree that the laws of the State of
California shall govern the rights, obligations, duties, and liabilities of the parties to this
Agreement and also govern the interpretation of this Agreement. Any litigation
concerning this Agreement shall take place in the superior or federal district court with
jurisdiction over the District.

21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties relating to
the obligations of the parties described in this Agreement. All prior or contemporaneous
agreements, understandings, representations, and statements, or written, are merged
into this Agreement and shall be of no further force or effect. Each party is entering into
this Agreement based solely upon the representations set forth herein and upon each
party’s own independent investigation of any and all facts such party deems material.
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22. TIME

District and Consultant agree that time is of the essence in this Agreement.

23. CONTENTS OF REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

Consultant is bound by the contents of the District's Request for Proposals
(“RFP”) attached hereto as Exhibit “D” and incorporated herein by this reference. In the
event of conflict between the requirements of the RFP and this Agreement, this
Agreement shall take precedence.

24. CONSTRUCTION

The parties agree that each has had an opportunity to have their counsel review
this Agreement and that any rule of construction to the effect that ambiguities are to be
resolved against the drafting party shall not apply in the interpretation of this Agreement
or any amendments or exhibits thereto. The captions of the sections are for
convenience and reference only, and are not intended to be construed to define or limit
the provisions to which they relate.

25. AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be made only with
the mutual written consent of all of the parties to this Agreement.

26. AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE THIS AGREEMENT

The person or persons executing this Agreement on behalf of Consultant
warrants and represents that he/she has the authority to execute this Agreement on
behalf of the Consultant and has the authority to bind Consultant to the performance of
its obligations hereunder.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Prior to the beginning of and throughout the duration of the Work, Consultant will
maintain insurance in conformance with the requirements set forth below. Consultant
will use existing coverage to comply with these requirements. If that existing coverage
does not meet the requirements set forth here, Consultant agrees to amend,
supplement or endorse the existing coverage to do so. Consultant acknowledges that
the insurance coverage and policy limits set forth in this section constitute the minimum
amount of coverage required. Any insurance proceeds available to District in excess of
the limits and coverage required in this agreement and which is applicable to a given
loss, will be available to District.

Consultant shall provide the following types and amounts of insurance:

Commercial General Liability Insurance using Insurance Services Office “Commercial
General Liability” policy from CG 00 01 or the exact equivalent. Defense costs must be
paid in addition to limits. There shall be no cross liability exclusion for claims or suits by
one insured against another. Limits are subject to review but in no event less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence.

Business Auto Coverage on ISO Business Auto Coverage from CA 00 01 including
symbol 1 (Any Auto) or the exact equivalent. Limits are subject to review, but in no
event to be less than $1,000,000 per accident. If Consultant owns no vehicles, this
requirement may be satisfied by a non-owned auto endorsement to the general liability
policy described above. If Consultant or Consultant’'s employees will use personal autos
in any way on this project, Consultant shall provide evidence of personal auto liability
coverage for each such person.

Professional Liability or Errors and Omissions Insurance as appropriate shall be written
on a policy form coverage specifically designated to protect against acts, errors or
omissions of the Consultant and “Covered Professional Services” as designated in the
policy must specifically include work performed under this agreement. The policy limit
shall be no less than $2,000,000 per claim and in the aggregate. The policy must “pay
on behalf of” the insured and must include a provision establishing the insurer’s duty to
defend. The policy retroactive date shall be on or before the effective date of this
agreement.

Insurance procured pursuant to these requirements shall be written by insurer that are
admitted carriers in the state California and with an A.M. Bests rating of A- or better and
a minimum financial size VII.
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General conditions pertaining to provision of insurance coverage by Consultant.
Consultant and District agree to the following with respect to insurance provided by
Consultant:

1. Consultant agrees to have its insurer endorse the third party general
liability coverage required herein to include as additional insureds District, its officials
employees and agents, using standard ISO endorsement No. CG 2010. Consultant also
agrees to require all Consultants, and subContractors to do likewise.

2. No liability insurance coverage provided to comply with this Agreement
shall prohibit Consultant, or Consultant’'s employees, or agents, from waiving the right of
subrogation prior to a loss. Consultant agrees to waive subrogation rights against
District regardless of the applicability of any insurance proceeds, and to require all
Consultants and subContractors to do likewise.

3. All insurance coverage and limits provided by Consultant and available or
applicable to this agreement are intended to apply to the full extent of the policies.
Nothing contained in this Agreement or any other agreement relating to the District or its
operations limits the application of such insurance coverage.

4. None of the coverages required herein will be in compliance with these
requirements if they include any limiting endorsement of any kind that has not been first
submitted to District and approved of in writing.

5. No liability policy shall contain any provision or definition that would serve
to eliminate so-called “third party action over” claims, including any exclusion for bodily
injury to an employee of the insured or of any Consultant or subcontractor.

6. All coverage types and limits required are subject to approval, modification
and additional requirements by the District, as the need arises. Consultant shall not
make any reductions in scope of coverage (e.g. elimination of contractual liability or
reduction of discovery period) that may affect District’s protection without District’s prior
written consent.

7. Proof of compliance with these insurance requirements, consisting of
certificates of insurance evidencing all of the coverages required and an additional
insured endorsement to Consultant’s general liability policy, shall be delivered to District
at or prior to the execution of this Agreement. In the event such proof of any insurance
is not delivered as required, or in the event such insurance is canceled at any time and
no replacement coverage is provided, District has the right, but not the duty, to obtain
any insurance it deems necessary to protect its interests under this or any other
agreement and to pay the premium. Any premium so paid by District shall be charged to
and promptly paid by Consultant or deducted from sums due Consultant, at District
option.
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8. Consultant shall provide 30 days prior written notice to District of any
cancellation of coverage. Consultant agrees to require its insurer to modify such
certificates to delete any exculpatory wording stating that failure of the insurer to mail
written notice of cancellation imposes no obligation, or that any party will “endeavor” (as
opposed to being required) to comply with the requirements of the certificate.

9. It is acknowledged by the parties of this agreement that all insurance
coverage required to be provided by Consultant or any subContractor, is intended to
apply first and on a primary, noncontributing basis in relation to any other insurance or
self insurance available to District.

10. Consultant agrees to ensure that subContractors, and any other party
involved with the project who is brought onto or involved in the project by Consultant,
provide the same minimum insurance coverage required of Consultant. Consultant
agrees to monitor and review all such coverage and assumes all responsibility for
ensuring that such coverage is provided in conformity with the requirements of this
section. Consultant agrees that upon request, all agreements with subContractors and
others engaged in the project will be submitted to District for review.

11. Consultant agrees not to self-insure or to use any self-insured retentions
or deductibles on any portion of the insurance required herein and further agrees that it
will not allow any Consultant, subContractor, Architect, Engineer or other entity or
person in any way involved in the performance of work on the project contemplated by
this agreement to self-insure its obligations to District. If Consultant’s existing coverage
includes a deductible or self-insured retention, the deductible or self-insured retention
must be declared to the District. At the time the District shall review options with the
Consultant, which may include reduction or elimination of the deductible or self-insured
retention, substitution of other coverage, or other solutions.

12.  The District reserves the right at any time during the term of the contract to
change the amounts and types of insurance required by giving the Consultant ninety
(90) days advance written notice of such change. If such change results in substantial
additional cost to the Consultant, the District will negotiate additional compensation
proportional to the increase benefit to District.

13.  For purposes of applying insurance coverage only, this Agreement will be
deemed to have been executed immediately upon any party hereto taking any steps
that can be deemed to be in furtherance of or towards performance of this Agreement.

14.  Consultant acknowledges and agrees that any actual or alleged failure on
the part of District to inform Consultant of non-compliance with any insurance
requirements in no way imposes any additional obligations on District nor does it waive
any rights hereunder in this or any other regard.

15. Consultant will renew the required coverage annually as long as District,
or its employees or agents face an exposure from operations of any type pursuant to
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this agreement. This obligation applies whether or not the agreement is canceled or
terminated for any reason. Termination of this obligation is not effective until District
executes a written statement to that effect.

16. Consultant shall provide proof that policies of insurance required herein
expiring during the term of this Agreement have been renewed or replaced with other
policies providing at least the same coverage. Proof that such coverage has been
ordered shall be submitted prior to expiration. A coverage binder or letter from
Consultant’s insurance agent to this effect is acceptable. A certificate of insurance
and/or additional insured endorsement as required in these specifications applicable to
the renewing or new coverage must be provided to District within five days of the
expiration of the coverages.

17. The provisions of any workers’ compensation or similar act will not limit
the obligations of Consultant under this agreement. Consultant expressly agrees not to
use any statutory immunity defenses under such laws with respect to District, its
employees, officials and agents.

18. Requirements of specific coverage features or limits contained in this
section are not intended as limitations on coverage, limits or other requirements nor as
a waiver of any coverage normally provided by any given policy. Specific reference to a
given coverage feature is for purposes of clarification only as it pertains to a given issue,
and is not intended by any party or insured to be limiting or all-inclusive.

19. These insurance requirements are intended to be separate and distinct
from any other provision in this agreement and are intended by the parties here to be
interpreted as such.

20. The requirements in this Section supersede all other sections and
provisions of this Agreement to the extent that any other section or provision conflicts
with or impairs the provisions of this Section.

21. Consultant agrees to be responsible for ensuring that no contract used by
any party involved in any way with the project reserves the right to charge District or
Consultant for the cost of additional insurance coverage required by this agreement.
Any such provisions are to be deleted with reference to District. It is not the intent of
District to reimburse any third party for the cost of complying with these requirements.
There shall be no recourse against District for payment of premiums or other amounts
with respect thereto.

22.  Consultant agrees to provide immediate notice to District of any claim or
loss against Consultant arising out of the work performed under this agreement. District
assumes no obligation or liability by such notice, but has the right (but not the duty) to
monitor the handling of any such claim or claims if they are likely to involve District.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The additional $500,000 would come from the District's General Reserves. As of the April 30,
2014 Finance Manager's Report, the LAIF Balance was $3,801,318. Reducing this figure by
the previously-approved task orders totaling $1,419,686 results in a net balance of $2,381,632.
If the Board approves an additional $500,000, the reserve will be reduced to $1,881,632.

DISCUSSION:

On January 30, 2014, CCSD Board of Directors authorized the use of emergency contract
procedures and further authorized the General Manager to utilize up to $500,000 from General
Fund Reserves to develop and complete an Emergency Water Supply Project as quickly as
possible. Subsequently, at the April, 2014 Board meeting an additional $919,686 was
authorized for the Emergency Water Supply Project. CDM Smith has now requested an
additional $500,000 so that they can begin to purchase equipment necessary for the
Emergency Water Supply Project in order to meet the Board’s objective of getting the project
online as soon as possible.

In addition, Task Order 4 is for the actual construction of the project. In order to move forward,
CDM Smith has advised that while the current work that is being performed under Task Orders
1 — 3 has been under the existing agreement with CDM Smith Inc., a new agreement with their
construction affiliate, CDM Constructors Inc. is required for Task Order 4. Accordingly, they
have provided staff with a draft of their standard Design Build Agreement and have requested
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that the additional funding be authorized to keep the project moving until final funding is
secured. Staff has requested that District Counsel review the agreement, but that review is not
complete at this time. Given the very tight time frames associated with this emergency project,
staff is recommending that the Board of Directors authorize execution of the agreement by the
Board President, subject to the terms and conditions approved by the General Manager and
District Counsel.

As the Board is aware, we are continuing to work with the Interim Finance Manager in order to
determine the most financially viable option for the District to fully fund the Emergency Water
Supply Project, without further depleting the District’'s overall General Fund Reserves.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The exact impact of implementing any additional changes to the maximum water use
allotments cannot be determined at this time. Depending on the changes, water revenues
could decrease as a result of less water being used due to further revisions to the enhanced
water conservation measures, however, other modifications may result in more water being
used by those uses than under the previously approved allotments. Additional staff time will be
required to administer these changes to the program.

DISCUSSION:

At the April 24, 2014 meeting, the Board of Directors considered potential changes to the water
allotments for commercial uses, residential uses and vacation rentals. After discussion, the
Board of Directors adopted Resolution 10-2014, modifying the language for determining the
allotment for commercial uses to provide as follows:

“Commercial Uses. The maximum water use allotment for all commercial uses shall be
80% of the actual average monthly water usage measured during the same monthly billing
periods for the previous three (3) years that were used preceding implementation of this
Stage 3 Water Shortage Emergency Condition. In the event a commercial use has not
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previously had an EDU allocation determined, the general manager shall determine and
assign the EDU allocation according to the criteria provided in_Title 8 of the CCSD
Municipal Code, as subsequently amended or replaced. “

No changes were made to the allotments for residential uses and no new category or allotment
was created for vacation rentals.

At the Board meeting the Board discussed the timing of the change, as well as the fact that
more data would be available when the March/April bills have been finalized so the impact of
the restrictions and allotments can be further assessed after the first billing cycle with the
restrictions in place. Accordingly, it was requested that this item be brought back on the May
Board agenda for further discussion and consideration. On that basis, the April 24, 2014 public
hearing was continued and staff was directed to provide additional information for the Board’s
consideration at the May 22, 2014 meeting.

During the March/April billing period, water sales were reduced by 46.63% and equaled
24,917 units. Last year during the same billing period water sales equaled 44,201 units.

The revenue reduction for water sales equals approximately $6000 which is due in part to the
surcharge/penalties offsetting the reduction in revenue. Penalties for this billing period equal
$70,706.55. Wastewater revenue reduction is approximately $16,000. The total revenue
reduction for water and wastewater revenue equals approximately $22,000.

The number of accounts which incurred a penalty for excessive water use is 430. Residential
accounts were the majority of these accounts and total 388; vacation rentals made up 80 of the
388 residential accounts. The remaining 42 penalized accounts were Commercial.

As staff has previously advised, since 2002, the adoption of water use restrictions has been
based upon the CCSD'’s existing declared Water Code Section 350 water shortage
emergency. In this respect, Water Code Section 353 authorizes the Board to adopt
regulations and restrictions on the delivery of water which will conserve the water supply for
the greatest public benefit. Also, Water Code Sections 375, et seq., provides the authority for
the District to adopt and enforce water conservation measures to reduce the quantity of water
being used in order to conserve water supplies, and a public hearing is required to be held
prior to adopting any resolution under Section 375. Since this is a continued public hearing, if
additional changes are desired the Board can give staff direction so a resolution can be
prepared for Board consideration at its next meeting.

Financial Report

Legislative Background

State Government Code 8§ 61124 allows the Cambria Community Services (CCSD) to continue
to annually levy the maximum of $45 water standby or availability charges per acre of land
within the CCSD, and a maximum of $30 wastewater standby or availability charges per acre
within the CCSD that were imposed prior to the adoption of Proposition 218. Any increase in
the charges would require compliance with the notice, protest, and hearing procedures
contained in Government Code Section 53753, which is the procedure for approval of
assessments under Proposition 218. Accordingly, no changes are proposed. The procedure
being followed at today’s hearing will provide for the charges being collected on the tax rolls.

The CCSD has determined that the following fee schedule is consistent with the legal standard
that the fee not be discriminatory or excessive and does not exceed the reasonable cost of the
proportional benefit received by each parcel from the improvements funded by the fees:

Water Standby or Availability Charges

a. For all parcels of one (1) acre or less: $45.00

b. For all un-subdivided land of more than one (1) acre:
$45.00 plus $1.35 per acre over one acre.

C. For all subdivided land of more than one (1) acre:

(1) For the first ten (10) acres, $45.00 per acre.
(2) For all such land over the first ten (10) acres, $1.35 per acre.

Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges

a. For all parcels of one (1) acre or less: $30.00

b. For all un-subdivided land of more than one (1) acre:
$30.00 plus $0.90 per acre over one (1) acre.

C. For all subdivided land of more than one (1) acre:

(1) For the first ten (10) acres: $30.00 per acre.
(2) For all such land over the first ten (10) acres: $0.90 per acre.

These charges do not exceed what the CCSD was charging in November 1996. Therefore, the
imposition of the fees is exempt from the requirements of Proposition 218.

Estimated revenues from these sources during the CCSD’s Fiscal Year 2014/2015 are as
follows:

@ Water $ 175,000
@ Wastewater $ 115,000
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The revenue projections are based on charging all improved property owners within the CCSD
and all unimproved property owners with positions.

CCSD Policy Summary

In 1987 Government Code 861765.12 did not restrict the use of the standby/availability
charges, but Proposition 218 indicates they must be used for “the capital costs or maintenance
and operation expenses for sidewalks, streets, sewers, water, flood control, drainage systems
or vector control.” (California Constitution, Article XIII D, § 4.) In 1990, the Board established a
policy whereby the standby and availability charges help fund the CCSD’s Capital
Improvement Program (CIP). On January 19, 2012, the Board amended this policy so that
“Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability revenue is to be spent on maintaining, repairing
and/or improving the respective fund’s infrastructure. Specifically, these funds shall be spent
on CIP, Major Maintenance or Capital Outlay projects.”

Fiscal Year 2012/2013 Actual and FY 2013/2014 Estimated Revenues & Expenditures

A summary follows of FY 2012/2013 actual and FY 2013/2014 projected Water and
Wastewater revenues and expenditures for CIP, Major Maintenance or Capital Outlay projects.

As indicated, standby or availability revenue is needed to finance the maintenance and
improvements of the funds’ infrastructure, particularly since connection fee revenue declined
sharply since the implementation of the Water Code 350 Water Moratorium in 2001 and has
been virtually non-existent in the most recent years.

Eliminating the standby and availability charges would eliminate a critical source of funding for
infrastructure projects.

The proposed project list underscores the importance of having the maximum standby and
availability charges in place. Failure to do further restricts an already slim revenue stream and
may result in the inability of the CCSD to support current and future debt service associated
with capital projects and/or limits the CCSD'’s ability to obtain long term financing of its projects
in addition to being unable to fund infrastructure maintenance and improvements.

Failure to adopt Resolution 17-2014 will result in an estimated reduction of $175,000 in Water
Enterprise revenues and $115,000 in Wastewater Enterprise revenues for Fiscal Year

2014/2015.

WHEREAS, at 12:30 PM, on April 24, 2014 and 12:30 PM on May 22, 2014, at the
Veterans Memorial Building, 1000 Main Street, Cambria, California, the time and place set
forth in the notices of public hearing concerning the placing of annual water and
wastewater standby or availability charges on the tax rolls, any person interested,
including all persons owning property within the District, were given the opportunity to
appear and be heard concerning this matter.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Cambria
Community Services District, as follows:

1. The recitals set forth hereinabove are true, correct and valid.

2. Said itemized report, Exhibit "A", copies of which are on file in the office of
the Cambria Community Services District and are available there for public inspection, be
and is hereby ordered confirmed in the form set forth in said Exhibit "A".

3. The CCSD General Manager, or his designee, shall transmit a copy of this
Resolution to the County Auditor.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors continue its consideration of the 2014 Water and
Sewer Rate increases that were initially presented at the May 19, 2014 Special Meeting. A
Draft Notice for the proposed Water and Sewer Rate increases has also been prepared for
Board discussion and consideration. The 2009 Guidelines for the Submission and Tabulation
of Protests for the Proposition 218 Process are also being presented to the Board for review.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The proposed increases are required to provide safe and reliable water and sewer services to
the citizens of Cambria due to increasing operational, maintenance, and repair costs, as well
as to provide revenue necessary to fund the cost of the Emergency Water Supply Project.

DISCUSSION:

The CCSD has previously retained Bartle Wells and Associates to prepare a study of the
District’'s water and sewer rates. In addition, in order to address the declared Stage 3 Water
Shortage Condition, an Emergency Water Supply Project is being developed and will soon be
under construction. The need to finance the costs associated with the Emergency Water
Supply Project has required accelerating the process of seeking to adjust the CCSD’s water
and sewer rates.

The proposed increases are necessary in order for the CCSD to continue to provide safe and
reliable water and sewer services to the citizens of Cambria due to increasing operational,
maintenance, and repair costs, as well as to provide revenue necessary to fund the cost of the
Emergency Water Supply Project. It should also be noted that the CCSD is applying for grant
funding in an effort to provide some of the funds needed for the Emergency Water Supply
Project. To the extent that the CCSD is successful in securing grant funding, the water rates
are proposed to be structured so that they will be reduced proportionally to any grant funds
that are received.
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This staff report was written and is being distributed prior to May 19, 2014 Special Meeting at
which the Board and community will hear presentations on the proposed water and sewer rate
increases. Accordingly, this item is on the Board’s regular meeting agenda to allow an
opportunity for further discussion and direction. Another Special Meeting is being scheduled
for May 29, 2014 at which staff will be asking the Board to provide its preliminary approval of
the maximum proposed rate increases and provide direction to commence the process under
Proposition 218 and hold the required public hearing at which protests can be made and
considered and final action on the rates can be taken.

In addition, the Proposition 218 process requires that a Notice must be sent to all property
owners and customers 45 days before the public hearing. The Notice is required to contain
information regarding the amount of the proposed increases to water and sewer rates, the
basis upon which the amount of the proposed increases to water and sewer rates was
calculated, and the way to protest the proposed increases to water and sewer rates. A draft
Notice is in the process of being prepared and will be distributed to the Board of Directors prior
to the May 22 meeting.

Also, in order to provide an orderly process and avoid any confusion regarding protest
procedures, the last time the CCSD conducted a Proposition 218 rate increase proceeding the
Board of Directors adopted Resolution 14-2009, which provided guidelines for submitting and
tabulating protests. A copy of Resolution 14-2009 is attached for the Board’s reference. The
2009 procedures can again be used for the upcoming process, however, staff will continue to
review them and to the extent any changes are needed they can be accomplished prior to the
public hearing, which is tentatively scheduled to take place at the Board’s July 24, 2014
meeting.

WHEREAS, this constitutional provision does not offer specific guidance as to who is
allowed to submiit protests, how written protests are to be submitted, or how the CC3D is to
tabulate the protests; and

WHEREAS, for purposes of determining protests, Government Code Section 53755(b)
provides for one written protest per parcel, and Government Code Section 53750{g) provides
that identified parcels are those parcels that an agency has identified as a parcel upon which a
proposed fee or charge is to be imposed; and

WHEREAS, fo implement these provisions, and given the history of subdivision and
development in Cambria, where the CCSD serves customers owning Assessor Parcel Numbers
{APN) with more than one lot and the CCSD also serves customers with more than one APN,
the attached Guidelines provide that a majority protest is to be determined based upon the
number of parcels with active accounts served by the CCSD on the date of the public hearing,
and defines “parcel” as a piece of land or property identified by Assessor's Parcel Number that
is served by the CCSD, the owner or occupant of which is subject to the proposed charge; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the CCSD may direct the General Manager to mail
notice of praposed water charges and proposed wastewater charges, effective July 1, 2009, to
each record owner and record customer of every parcel served by the CCSD, scheduling the
rates protest hearings for Monday, June 15, 2009, at 12:30 p.m., at Cambria Veterans
Memorial Building, at 1000 Main Street, in Cambria, CA; and

GUIDELINES FOR THE SUBMISSION AND TABULATION OF PROTESTS

Where notice of a public hearing with respect to the adoption or increase of a utility
charge has been given by the CCSD pursuant to Article Xi1ID, Section 6(a) of the
California Constitution, the following guidelines shall apply.

DEFINITIONS

Unless the context plainly indicates another meaning was intended, the following
definitions shall apply in construction of these Guidelines:

“Parcel” means a piece of l[and or property identified by Assessor's Parcel
Number (APN) that is served by the CCS8D, as determined by the San Luis
Obispo County Tax Assessor.

“Record customer” and “customer of record” mean the person or persons whose
name or names appear on the CCSD’s records as the person who has
contracted for, and is obligated to pay for, ulility services to a particular utility
account.

"Record owner” or "parcel owner” means the person or persons whose name or
names appear on the San Luis Obispo County Tax Assessor’s latest equalized
assessment roll as the owner of a parcel.

A “fee protest proceeding” is not an election, but the District Clerk will maintain
the confidentiality of protesis as provided below and will maintain the
confidentiality and integrity of protests at all times.

"Public hearing” means the public hearing on the proposed charges.

A. The CCSD shall give notice of proposed charges and public hearing on the
proposed charges via 1®-class U.S. mail to all record owners and customers
of record served by the CCSD, effective the date the notice is approved by
the Board of Directors.

Protest Withdrawal.

Any person who submits a protest may withdraw it by submitting to the District
Clerk a signed written request that the protest be withdrawn. The withdrawal of a
protest shall identify the affected parcel and the name of the record owner or
customer of record who submitited both the protest and the request that it be
withdrawn.

Multiple Record Owners or Customers of Record.

A. Each record owner or customer of record of a parcel served by the CCSD
may submit a protest. This includes, but is not limited to, instances where:

(i) A parcel is owned by more than a single record owner or more than
one name appears on the CGSD's records as the customer of
record for the parcel, or

(i A customer of record is not the record owner, or
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(i) A parcel includes more than one record customer, or

(iv) Multiple parcels are served via a single utility account such as
master-meterad condominium units and multiple family residential
units.

B. Only one protest will be counted per parcel.

C. Any one protest submitted in accordance with these rules will be sufficient to
count as a protest for the identified parcel.

11.  CCS8D as Record Owner of Parcel.

Parcels owned by the CCSD that receive utility services, but are not subject to

the proposed charges which are the subject of the public hearing, shall not be

included in the parcel count for tabulation.
12.  Transparency, Confidentiality, and Disclosure.

A. To ensure transparency and accountability in the fee protest tabulation,
while protecting the privacy rights of record owners and customers of
record, protests will be mainiained in confidence until tabulation begins
following the public hearing.

B. Once a protest is opened during the tabulation, it becomes a disclosable
public record, as required by state law.

TABULATION OF PROTESTS

The CCSD shall retain a neutral third-party with experience as a City, County or
District Clerk or elections official (the Protest Official) to determine the validity of
ali protests. The Protest Official shall not accept as valid any protest if he or she
determines that any of the following conditions exist:

A. The protest does not state its opposition to the proposed charges.

B. The protest does not name the record owner or record customer of the
parcel identified in the protest, as of the date of the public hearing.

C. The protest does not identify a parcel served by the CCSD which is
subject to the proposed charge.

D. The protest does not bear an original signature of the named record
owner of or record cusfomer with respect to the parcel identified on the
protest. Whether a signature is valid shall be entrusted to the reasonable
judgment of the Protest Official, who may review and compare it with
signatures on file with the County Elections Official and/or the CCSD. If
the signature is questionable, it will be retained for further follow-up with
the record owner or customer of record.

enough that any retained protest might change it, the Protest Official will
mail a notice to the record owner or customer of record requesting they
contact the Protest Official within five (5) business days to verify their
signature.

E. The protest was altered in a way that raises a fair question as to whether
the protest actually expresses the intent of a record owner or a customer
of record to protest the charges.

The protest was emailed or copied.

G. The protest was not received by the District Clerk before the close of the
public hearing on the proposed charges.

M. A request to withdraw the protest was received prior {o the close of the
public hearing on the proposed charges.

I. The Protest Official's decision that a protest is not valid shall constifute a
final administrative action of the CCSD.

Majority Profest.

A A majority protest exists if protests are timely submitted and not withdrawn
by the record owners of, or customers of record with respect to, a majority
(50% plus one) of the parcels subject to the proposed charge.

B. The number of parcels with active customer accounts served by the
CCSD on the date of the public hearing shall control in determining
whether a majority protest exists.

C. The CCSD will inform the public of the number of parcels served by the
CCSD when the notice of proposed charges is mailed.

Tabulation of Protests,

At the conclusion of the public hearing, the Protest Official shall tabulate all
protests received, including those received during the public hearing, and shall
report the resulis of the tabuiation to the CCSD Board of Directors,

Report of Tabulation.

If at the conclusion of the public hearing the Protest Official determines that he or
she will require additional time to tabulate the protests, he or she shall so advise
the CCSD Board of Directors, which may continue the meeting fo allow the
tabulation to be completed con another day or days. If so, the CCSD Board shall
declare the time and place of tabulation, which shall be conducted in a place
where interested members of the public may observe the tabulation, and the
Board shall declare the time at which the meeting shall be resumed to receive
and act on the tabulation report of the Protest Official.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Adopt Resolution 13-2014 declaring a public nuisance within the Cambria Community
Services District (CCSD).

2. Direct staff to proceed with mailing notices to abate and remove hazardous wildland
fuels, in order to maintain community defensible space.

FISCAL IMPACT:
All costs are billed directly to the property owners via the SLO County tax rolls.
DISCUSSION:

Each year the Fire Department conducts a Fire Hazard Fuel Reduction Program (FHFRP) to
abate vegetation and hazardous wildland fire fuels. This FHFRP is carried out pursuant to the
authority contained in Government Code Section 61100(d) and (t) and Health and Safety Code
Sections 14875 et seq, and is initiated by the Board of Directors adoption of a resolution
declaring the vegetation and hazardous wildland fire fuels on the identified properties to be a
public nuisance.

There are approximately 1,823 vacant parcels within the CCSD that Fire Department staff
inspects for compliance. Notices are then sent to those property owners whose properties
require fire hazard fuel reduction work. In accordance with the procedures in the Health and
Safety Code, a public hearing is being scheduled to be held on July 24, 2014. Thereafter, all
parcels that were inspected and found to be either not cleared or non-compliant after the July
15, 2014 deadline, are placed on a contract list and are abated by the CCSD’s contractor. The
number of properties requiring annual clearance by the CCSD'’s contractor typically varies from
50 to 100 parcels.

Based upon the procedure previously approved by the Board of Directors, non-compliant
parcels cleared by the CCSD’s contractor will be billed by the CCSD for the actual cost of
clearing plus a $100 administrative fee if paid for after being billed by the District. Billing not
collected by December 15, 2014 will be rolled over to the 2015 County tax roll and assessed
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the entire $200 administrative fee that is provided in the District's User Fee Schedule (to total
the $200 administrative fee plus actual costs if the billing goes to the County tax roll).

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
DECLARING A PUBLIC NUISANCE WITHIN THE
CAMBRIA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Cambria Community Services District (CCSD) is a duly formed
Community Services District which has the power to provide fire protection services; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the authority in Government Code Section 61100(d) and (t) and
Health and Safety Code Sections 14875, et. seq., Community Services Districts may declare
vegetation and wildland fire fuels a public nuisance for the purpose of proceeding with weed
abatement/Fire Hazard/Fuel Reduction Program; and

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest that vegetation and hazardous live and dead fire
fuels within said Cambria Community Services District be abated as an aid to wildfire prevention
and community defensible space, as well as for protection of the fragile Cambria ecosystem.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Cambria
Community Services District as follows:

Section 1. That the recitals set forth herein above are true, correct and valid.

Section 2.  That the vegetation and hazardous wildland fire fuels located on the private
properties described on the attached document marked Exhibit A, which is incorporated herein
by this reference as though here fully set forth, all of which are located within said District, are
hereby declared a public nuisance.

Section 3. In accordance with Health & Safety Code Section 14890, the CCSD Fire Chief is
hereby designated as the person to give the notice to destroy, modify, abate and remove
vegetation and other fire hazard fuels; said notice shall include that abatement be performed by
property owners or locally certified contractors.

Section4. That said nuisance, unless timely otherwise corrected, shall be abated by the
CCSD, with the cost thereof to be assessed upon the parcels from which said nuisance is
abated.

Section 5.  That a public hearing shall be held on the proposed abatement of vegetation and
hazardous wildland fire fuels on the 24™ of July, 2014 at 12:30 P.M. at the following address:
Cambria Veterans Memorial Building, 1000 Main Street, Cambria, California, to provide an
opportunity for all property owners having any objections to the proposed removal of such weeds
to be heard and given due consideration.

Section 6.  That the District Clerk be, and hereby is authorized and directed to mail notice of

said hearing to property owners as their names and addresses appear from the last equalized
assessment role as authorized by Health & Safety Code Section 14896.

Notice is hereby given that on the 22 day of May, 2014 the Cambria Community Services District (“CCSD”") Board of
Directors passed Resolution 13-2014 declaring that noxious, dangerous, seasonal and/or recurring weeds were
growing upon or in front of your property, and more particularly described in said Resolution and that the same
constitute a public nuisance which must be abated by the removal of said noxious, dangerous, seasonal and/or
recurring weeds, otherwise they will be removed and the nuisance abated by the CCSD Fire Department authorities,
in which case the cost of such removal shall be assessed upon the lots and lands from which or in front of which such
weeds are removed and such cost will constitute a lien upon such lots or lands until paid. Reference is hereby made
to said Resolution further particulars.

All property owners having any objections to the proposed removal of such weeds are hereby naotified to attend a
meeting of the Board of Directors of Cambria Community Services District, to be held July 24,2014, 12:30 PM,
Veterans Memorial Building, Cambria, when their objections will be heard and given due consideration.

This annual requirement is an effort to reduce the fire hazard caused by the accumulation of combustible materials
on vacant parcels. Keep in mind that the forest helps define Cambria and it is important that we reduce the fire
hazard without destroying its ability to regenerate. Make every effort to protect seedlings, young native trees
and bushes by marking them prior to cutting. Property owners are required to clear all combustible
vegetation and/or debris from their property by the July 15, 2014 deadline.

The following are guidelines to help you comply:
§ Remove combustible construction materials, and trash from the property.

§ Trim weeds and annual grasses to 4 inches in height. Avoid exposing bare soil or creating a situation that would
encourage erosion.
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All down and dead trees, tree rounds, or limbs within 30 feet of any structure must be removed. Tree stumps fallen
over shall be cut and retain no more than six feet of the log within this 30 foot zone.

All down trees beyond 30 feet from any structure 12 inches in diameter or greater may remain on the parcel.
However the entire trunk must be completely on the ground. Materials less than 12 inches in diameter shall be cut
and removed from the property.

Remove ladder vegetation from under trees and shrubs, maintaining 6 feet of vertical clearance for trees greater
than 20 feet in height,

All Scotch/Irish or other broom type plants, Pampas grass, Jubata grass and (Crocosmia) also know as Fire Weed
shall be removed. Isolated specimens may be left with greater than ten feet (10) separation and all dead material is
removed.

Please refer to the informational flyer available on-line for additional clearance information at www.cambriacsd.org.

The owner of record at the time of notification is responsible for clearance of the parcel. Lot owners having
clearance done by local contractors will need to work closely with their contractor to insure your parcel gets
inspected by the CCSD Fire Department. Those parcels not in compliance by the August 1, 2014 deadline will be
placed on a list to be abated by the CCSD’s contractor. Cost for abatement for each parcel includes the
contractor’'s charge for services, plus a $200.00 administrative charge. The CCSD is not responsible for the
contractor’s charges.

If you have property that no longer requires abatement, (e.g., a parcel that has been developed or merged with an
improved property,) please call (805) 927-6240 and we will remove the parcel number from our list.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Staff recommends that the Board of Directors (“Board”) continue its consideration of an
application for a time extension for the Intent to Serve Letter for 12 Multifamily EDUs for
Higuera Commons, LLC (formerly owned by Pacific Western Bank).

FISCAL IMPACT:

Time extensions for Intent to Serve Letters are subject to payment of fees in accordance with
the Cambria Community Services District's (CCSD) Fee Schedule and applicants are required
to pay a $400 deposit to cover the actual cost. A deposit is currently on file for this property. At
the time of the connection, the applicant will be subject to payment of the connection fees.

DISCUSSION:

At its April 24, 2014 meeting an agenda item was presented to the Board relating to its
continued discussion and consideration of the Intent to Serve Letter for Higuera Commons,
LLC. To briefly recap the Board’s recent consideration of this item, at its March 27, 2014
meeting the Board of Directors considered the request to grant a one year time extension for
Intent to Serve Letter for 12 Multifamily EDUs for an application that originally had been filed
by Pacific Western Bank. The property now has a new owner, Higuera Commons, LLC.
Representatives of the new owners also addressed the Board at the March meeting.

In March the Board, by a 3 to 2 vote, granted a 60 day extension, but also requested that the
item be brought back to the April Board meeting for further consideration and indicated that the
Intent to Serve Letter could possibly be extended, but that it should not be allowed to connect
at this time due to the Stage 3 Water Shortage Emergency. As noted in the April staff report,
Section 8.04.080(E)(1) provides that an “...intent to serve letter does not constitute a binding
commitment to serve water or provide sewer service and such letters may be revoked or
suspended by the district at any time.” Accordingly, in April staff recommended the following
conditions be imposed on the extension of the Intent to Serve Letter:
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1. Immediate suspension of the Intent to Serve Letter until such time that the Board
authorizes the project to proceed, and subject to further time extensions at the
discretion of the Board.

2. Elimination of the single family detached units from the project and provide that the
project must consist solely of multifamily units.

3. Merger of the new parcel ((APN 024-191-013; Lot 30 in Block 137 of Cambria Pines
Manor Unit #6, Map recorded July 2, 1930 in Book 5, Page 15 of Maps) into the
adjacent parcel.

4. Require two (2) of the twelve (12) units be designated as Affordable Housing units.

At the April Board meeting the Board discussed the possibility of suspending the Intent to
Serve Letter, but allowing the applicant to have a period of time to process their project (i.e.
one year or 18 months) after being allowed to proceed, and also providing that the project
would be conditioned so that it would not be eligible for any further extensions of time. In
addition, Board members had a number of questions regarding the intention of the applicant to
proceed with the County at this time, whether they were in the process of working with an
architect on a design, and related matters. No representative of the applicant, however, was in
attendance at the April Board meeting to answer the questions that were raised. Since the May
22, 2014 Board of Directors meeting was still within the 60 day extension granted by the Board
in March, the item was tabled and direction was given to bring it back at the May meeting, so
the applicant or their representatives could be at the meeting to respond to the Board’s
guestions. Also attached for the Board’s reference is a letter from Randy Alonzo, as Agent for
the Owner, with an update regarding the project.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Staff recommends that the Board of Directors discuss the issue of whether to suspend
currently outstanding Intent to Serve Letters pursuant to the authority contained in CCSD
Municipal Code Section 8.04.080(E)(1), based upon the existing declared Stage 3 Water
Shortage Emergency.

FISCAL IMPACT:
To the extent Intent to Serve Letters are suspended for projects that are ready to proceed,
there will be a delay in the CCSD receiving payment of applicable connection fees.

DISCUSSION:

During its recent discussion of the Higuera Commons (previously Pacific Western Bank) Intent
to Serve Letter and its possible suspension based upon the current Stage 3 Water Shortage
Emergency, the Board of Directors requested that information be brought back regarding other
pending Intent to Serve Letters. With regard to the suspension of Intent to Serve Letters,
Section 8.04.080(E)(1) of the CCSD Municipal Code provides as follows and all Intent to Serve
Letters contain language in accordance with the requirements of that Section:

“The intent to serve letter shall contain conditions reserving the right of the district to revoke
the letter as a result of conditions imposed on the district by other governmental agencies, or
by a change in availability of resources, or by a change in ordinance, resolutions, rules or
regulations adopted by the board of directors for the protection of the health, safety and
welfare of the district. The intent to serve letter shall also contain a condition that issuance of
the actual connection permit shall be subject to all permit fees in force at the time of issuance
of the connection permit. The intent to serve letter does not constitute a binding commitment to
serve water or provide sewer service and such letters may be revoked or suspended by the
district at any time.” (emphasis added)

Based upon the foregoing, and given the “change in availability of resources” being
experienced by the CCSD, it is within the Board’s authority to suspend previously issued Intent
to Serve Letters.
