RECOMMENDATIONS:  
At the close of the public hearing, staff recommends that the Board of Directors adopt Resolution 
13-2021 Confirming the Itemized Report of Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability 
Charges, so that the charges can be collected on the County tax rolls. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
Collection of the FY 2021/22 Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges through the 
County tax rolls will ensure that those charges are collected by the CCSD in the most cost- 
efficient manner, as permitted by State law. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
At the April 15, 2021 regular meeting, the Board of Directors fixed Water and Wastewater 
Standby or Availability Charges, pursuant to Government Code section 61124(b). These 
charges are imposed on owners of all developed parcels and owners of undeveloped parcels 
with intent to serve letters or connection permits. These charges are a critical revenue source 
for CIP, major maintenance, and capital outlay projects. Resolution 13-2021 confirms the 
itemized report of Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges and authorizes their 
collection on the County tax rolls, pursuant to Government Code section 61115(b). 
 
The County Auditor-Controller’s Office requires that the resolutions submitted to them for 
charges and assessments to be collected on the tax rolls expressly recite the statutory authority 
for collection by the County in that manner. Accordingly, the Resolution confirming the itemized 
report of the FY 2021/22 Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges is being 
presented to the Board for adoption, so that it can be submitted to the County and the charges 
can be collected on the tax rolls. This Resolution is presented in a format that is acceptable to 
the County.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CAMBRIA COMMUNITY

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 13-2021 the Board of Directors of the Cambria 
Community Services District fixed the Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability 
Charges for Fiscal Year 2021/2022 for all parcels within the CCSD, with the exclusion of 
those unimproved parcels that have not been issued an "Intent to Serve" letter or 
connection permit; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Cambria Community Services District, pursuant to Government 

Code Section 61124(b), may continue to collect standby and availability charges 
established in accordance with former Chapter 1 of the former Part 6 of Division 1 
(commencing with Government Code Section 61750) in successive years; and 

 
WHEREAS, the General Manager has filed with the District Clerk a report 

describing each parcel and the amount of Water and Wastewater Standby or Availability 
Charges to be assessed against each parcel for the Fiscal Year 2021/2022, which report 
is attached hereto as Exhibit "A," and is incorporated herein by reference as though fully 
set forth; 

 
WHEREAS, at 2:00 PM, on May 13, 2021, via Zoom, the time and place set forth 

in the notice of public hearing concerning the placing of annual Water and Wastewater 
Standby or Availability Charges on the tax rolls, any person interested, including all 
persons owning property within the District, were given the opportunity to appear and be 
heard concerning this matter. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Cambria 

Community Services District, as follows: 
 
1. The recitals set forth hereinabove are true, correct, valid and incorporated 

herein. 
 
2. Said itemized report, Exhibit "A," attached hereto is hereby ordered confirmed. 
 
3. Said confirmed itemized report, Exhibit "A," is available on the CCSD website 

and copies are on file in the office of the Cambria Community Services District and are 
available for public inspection. 

 
4. The CCSD General Manager, or his designee, shall transmit a copy of this 

Resolution to the County Auditor. 
 
5. Pursuant to Government Code Section 61115(b), the County Auditor and the 

County Tax Collector be and hereby are authorized and directed to do all acts necessary

and proper to place on the 2021/2022 tax rolls the respective charges set forth in said 
confirmed itemized report attached as Exhibit "A," and to collect these Water and 
Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges on the property tax bill, plus such 
administrative charges allowed by law. 

 
6. As a result of the confirmation of said itemized report, the amounts of the Water 

and Wastewater Standby or Availability Charges set forth in said itemized report are 
thereby made special assessments and shall become liens against the respective parcels 
of real property in the Cambria Community Services District. 

 
7. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption. 
 
The foregoing Resolution was adopted at a Regular Meeting of the Board of

Recommendation to the CCSD Board of Directors regarding an Outdoor Lighting 
Policy: 

The Cambria Community Services District (CCSD) is responsible for outdoor 
lighting in two applications:  

1. District property, facilities and infrastructure  
2. The installation, maintenance and operation of community street lighting  

Why is such a policy needed? 

• To provide illumination for nighttime safety, utility and security.  

• To employ lighting best practices in conformance with current applicable codes 
and ordinances (including CZLUO 23.04.320).  

• To reduce district expense through the use of energy efficient lighting.  

• To minimize light pollution, including sky glow, light trespass, glare and nuisance 
lighting to protect the health, safety and welfare of residents and visitors.  

• To mitigate adverse impacts on the nocturnal environment while preserving 
Cambria’s rural village character.

Finance Committee Report for CCSD Board Agenda, 5-13-21: 
 
The Finance Committee of the CCSD Board of Directors held its regular meeting via Zoom on Tuesday, April 27, 
2021 at 10 a.m. 
 
Committee members present were: Tom Gray (chair), Ted Siegler (vice-chair), DeWayne Lee and Cheryl 
McDowell. Marvin Corne was absent. 

 
Staff present were: John Weigold, General Manager, Pamela Duffield, Finance Manager, Carlos Mendoza, 
Facilities & Resources Supervisor, and Ossana Terterian, Board Secretary.  
 
Regular business was as follows: 
 
-- Review of third quarter budget report and staff recommendations: 
 
Finance Manager Duffield reviewed the budget impact associated with the January storm damage, reporting a 
total damage estimate of over $400K.   
 
The budget request for storm damage repair only covers the necessary emergent and safety-related 
work.   Some of the needed funds come from the facilities and resources budget but the majority are 
funded from reserves. 
 
The budget request for the skate park design is funded by reallocation within the PROS budget.  
 
The Committee voted 4-0 to recommend to the Board approval of the requested budget 
adjustments. 
 
-- Update on the Strategic Plan objective of identifying underfunded/under-resourced/understaffed 
services: 
 
Committee member Lee and Ms. Duffield reviewed the progress made by the ad-hoc committee for 
this assignment. The committee has developed a prioritized list of underfunded/under-
resourced/understaffed services by department.  It also has identified some initial ideas for 
identifying funding resources and structural changes to meet unmet service needs.  
 
The Commitee voted 3-1 to amend the priority list to distinguish one-time investment from ongoing 
maintenance, and to present the list in with that change to the CCSD Board.  
 
In other business, the Committee voted to recommend changes in budget and reserve policies 
to reflect the name change from Sustainable Water Facility (SWF) to Water Reclamation 
Facility (WRF). Ms. Duffield also updated the Committee on the 2019-2020 audit and the 
implementation of the Tyler Incode system. She noted that Accounts Payable and Purchasing 
went live the week of April 4th.  The 1st payroll was processed the week of April 12th, and the 
2nd payroll was being processed without assistance from Tyler.

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Resources & Infrastructure Report for CCSD Board Agenda May 13, 2021 
 
The Resources & Infrastructure Committee has had two meetings since our last CCSD Board 
Meeting. 
 
The Resources & Infrastructure Committee held its regular meeting via Zoom on Monday April 
19, 2021 at 2:00 pm. 
 
Committee members present via Zoom were: Karen Dean (Chair), David Pierson ( Vice Chair), 
Brad Fowles, James Webb, Steven Siebuhr, and Michael Thomas. 
 
Staff present were: General Manager Weigold, District Engineer/ Utilities Manager Ray Dienzo, 
and CCSD Board Secretary Ossana Terterian. 
 
The R&I Committee received a presentation of the Ad Hoc Report on the Strategic Objective to 
Identify Additional Sources of Water. This Ad Hoc Committee consists of Vice Chair David 
Pierson (Ad Hoc Committee Lead) as well as James Webb and Michael Thomas. Research for 
this report included previous studies by the Army Corp of Engineers, as well as other  
possibilities of future water sources. After extensive review and discussion by the full R&I 
Committee, as well as input from members of the public, the R&I Committee unanimously 
approved forwarding this report to the CCSD Board. 
 
The R&I Committee received a presentation of the Ad Hoc Report on the Strategic Objective to 
Identify Public Conservation Measures and Best Practices. This Ad Hoc Committee consists of 
Chair Karen Dean (Ad Hoc Committee Lead) as well as James Webb and Brad Fowles. This 
report was built upon the information already available on the CCSD as a quick link under 
Water, expanded upon those guidelines, and included further research and information on grey 
water use and rain catchment. After extensive review and discussion by the full R&I Committee 
and input from members of the public, the R&I Committee unanimously approved forwarding 
this report to the CCSD Board. 
 
 
The Resources & Infrastructure Committee held a Special Meeting via Zoom on Monday, May 4, 
2021, at 2:00 pm.  
 
Committee Members present were: Karen Dean (Chair), David Pierson (Vice Chair), Brad 
Fowles, James Webb, Steven Siebuhr, and Michael Thomas. 
 
Staff Present were: General Manager Weigold, District Engineer/Utilities Manager Ray Dienzo, 
Program Manage Melissa Bland, Admin Tech II Megan Gerseny, and CCSD Board Secretary 
Ossana Terterian. 
 
UWMP Consultants present were Dan Heimel from WSC (Water Systems Consulting, Inc), and 
Lisa Maddaus from MWM (Maddaus Water Management, Inc). 
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The R&I Committee received three presentations regarding the updated technical portions for 
the 2020 UWMP (Urban Water Management Plan). 
 
The first presentation was by Lisa Maddaus of MWM on the Summary of DSS (Decision Support 
System) Modeling Demand Analysis Update for 2020 UWMP. This analysis provides data 
needed to update demand forecast data tables, and is the foundation for supply and demand 
comparisons for various water year scenarios in water supply reliability and assumptions for 
future water demand.. This modeling included analysis of water consumption, production, 
water loss, jobs data, passive water savings (retrofits and updates of water devices, changes in 
plumbing codes), population/growth projections, climate change, and conservation. 
 
Our next presentation was by Dan Heimel of WSC and was a study to assist the District in 
developing Draft Demand Reduction Trigger Evaluations and to help develop the Water 
Shortage Contingency Plan. This study looked at out two aquifers, our Water Rights Production 
Limits and Constraints, and our availability in wet and dry seasons. This study also looked at six 
different drought scenarios and several different stopping times of the flow at Palmer Flats 
which determines the beginning of dry season for the San Simeon Creek aquifer, and these 
factors are used in determining the triggers for levels needed for percentages of required dry 
season water conservation and enacting different stages of our Water Shortage Contingency 
Plan. 
 
District Engineer Ray Dienzo, along with Program Manager Melissa Bland  presented a draft of 
the Water Shortage Contingency Plan and the Six Stages of Drought/Water Severity. The 
presentation included Emergency Water Conservation measures for the proposed stages and 
the actions needed for each of those stages. 
 
There was extensive discussion, comments, and questions by the Committee members as well 
as from the public. An Ad Hoc Committee was formed consisting of Vice Chair David Pierson, 
Chair Karen Dean, and Committee member Michael Thomas to work with staff to help review 
and further fine tune the Water Shortage Contingency Plan and Water Shortage Severity Stages 
criteria and suggested actions. 
 
An brief update was also received on the progress of the PG&E SST Program.

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Presently I’m responsible for reports from FFRP, the Cambria Forest Committee, and, along with 
Tom Gray, the Ad Hoc Committee on Forest Management Alternatives. 
 
Here is the report from the Forest Committee meeting of Wednesday, April 14th: 
 
There were three topics that highlighted this meeting.  The availability of Fire Insurance for 
Cambria homeowners is problematic at this time.  Yet it appears that State Farm, as well as other 
insurance companies, are possibly providing an opportunity to utilize a Wildfire Defense System to 
help provide fire protection to local residents.  And while this seems to be a hopeful sign for 
Cambria home owners, it’s been reported that a number of local insurance agents are not aware of 
this program.  Obviously there needs to be further investigation in this area. 
 
Also discussed was the Cal Fire Vegetation Treatment Program (VTP), which presently here in 
Cambria mostly applies to the Covell Ranch.  Forest Manager Steve Auten is doing a Project Specific 
Analysis on this property that will take a few months.  The VTP itself is a very complicated and 
controversial program which plans to clear 250,000 acres of vegetation a year in California for the 
next 40 years through burning, grinding by the use of a masticator, and herbicide spraying.  How 
problematic this process is regarding the overall health of the forest would appear to be a question 
that needs to be asked.  Also, while vegetation management may seem to address fire prevention, 
it’s been found that homes are more flammable than trees and brush in spreading fires.  If the VTP 
is to be used in Cambria, one would hope there would be the opportunity for public discussion on 
this very important matter. 
 
Also commented on was encouraging the use of Ember Excluders, devices installed in ones home to 
help provide protection from brushfires. 
 
Neil Havlik, Cambria resident and member of the local chapter of the California Native Plant Society, 
states the NPS is endeavoring to cultivate a more cooperative relationship between themselves, Cal 
Fire, and Cal Trans regarding caring for, and maintaining, the health of the natural environment.  An 
effort is also being made by the NTP to connect with the San Luis Obispo County Land Conservancy 
and ECOSLO (the Environmental Center of San Luis Obispo).  The goal is to obtain more information 
to determine how to ultimately hire a Forest Manager/Ecologist for the the community of Cambria. 
 
The next Cambria Forest Committee meeting is Wednesday, May 12th, at 6:30 PM via Zoom. 
 
Right now there is nothing to report from FFRP.  In the past, their meetings were always on the 
second THURSDAY of the month at 6PM, right after the first CCSD monthly meeting, creating a real 
problem for me.  With their meetings now on the first TUESDAY of the month, I can most always 
make the report available on the Wednesday before the first Board meeting, so this month will have 
that to you on May 12th. 
 
Regarding the Ad Hoc Forest Management Committee.  Tom is trying to arrange a meeting for May 
but has yet to arrange for all the parties involved to be available.  Will see how this turns out.

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NCAC Liaison Report for the CCSD Board Agenda May 13, 2021 
 
The NCAC held its regular meeting via Zoom on April 21, 2021 at 6:30 pm. 
 
Special Guest Speaker was Craig Ufferheide, Operations Coordinator for the Cambria 
Community Emergency Response Ream (CERT). Craig presented the history of CERT and 
the training of their first responders, talked about “go” bag recommendations for 
emergencies, and the RUOK program for wellness checks for residents. Craig also reported 
on how CERT had been helping with COVID vaccinations and with emergency evacuation 
planning. 
 
County Supervisor Bruce Gibson commented on the “Dog Beach” between North Morro Bay 
and Cayucos which was acquired by communities from Chevron. He reported on the status 
of the reopening of Hwy 1 at Rat Creek, about the information that was being gathered 
regarding the conduct of the 2022 election, and about a meeting that was planned for May 
4 on homelessness issues. 
 
The NCAC Election Committee put out a call for Candidates for representatives for the odd 
numbered areas of Cambria and for San Simeon, and will be holding the voting July 6 at the 
Vets Hall. 
 
The Land Use Committee had four referrals from County Planning, one was for an addition 
to an existing home, one for a tear down and rebuild, one for a storm water capture sump 
vault, and one for a lot line adjustment to correspond to as built conditions. All projects 
were approved by the Council. 
 
The Business Representative reported that business in Cambria has been “phenomenal “ 
and that real estate prices have risen 20%. 
 
Michael Walsh was approved to become the Area 2 (Leimert/ Happy Hill) Alternate Rep, 
replacing Paul Nugent who has moved out of state.
